Arkaim valley is situated in the steppe of the Transurals, in the southern part
of Chelyabinsk Region. The name of the valley is recorded as “Arkaim barren
land” on the maps of the XIX century. The river called Bolshaya Karaganka
passes the valley and downstream flows in Ural River. The steppe lands are
combined with little forest areas. The riversides of the Bolshaya Karaganka are
surrounded by rocky mountains.

In the beginning of the 1980-ies the specialists were preparing Arkaim
valley to be flooded in order to create a reservoir. In 1987 the archeological
expedition of Chelyabinsk State University led by G.B. Zdanovich examined the
area prepared to be flooded and discovered a unique settlement of the Bronze
Age and more than 70 other archeological monuments. Due to the efforts of the
scientific community the construction was stopped and the dam which parted
the valley was left unfinished. In 1991 the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist
Republic Council of the Ministers declared Arkaim valley as a conservation
area. Today the area is protected and secured by limensky State Reserve.

The settlement of Arkaim became one of the first known cultural monuments, developed in the Transural steppes at the beginning of the
Il millennium BC, which is more than four thousand years ago. Most of other settlements and burial sites of this culture were discovered at
the end of 1980-ies — at the beginning of 1990-ies after decoding the aero photos made by |.M. Batanina and N.V. Levit. The archeological
expeditions of Chelyabinsk Pedagogical Institute led by N.B. Vinogradov and Chelyabinsk State University led by G.B. Zdanovich started
a large-scale study of the discovered monuments.

As a result of the studies the specialists discovered over 20 fortified settlements, named as “monuments of Sintashta type”, on the
territory of Chelyabinsk Region and neibouring areas of Orenburg Region, Transural Bashkiria and Republic of Kazakstan. These monuments
are situated between the rivers of Ural and Tobol, on the banks of their affluents. All the monuments were created by the people of the
high-developed culture, which inhabited the Transural steppes in XIX-XVI centuries BC. Each settlement has a regular shape, as a rule, it
is a circle, square or an oval. All the settlements were protected by complex systems of fortifications, including moats, defense systems,
gate towers and complexes of gate fortifications.

In ancient times the settlement of Arkaim was a fortress and a public and religious
centre of the surrounding territory. It consisted of two circles of inscribed defense
structures — moats up to 2.5 m deep and wooden walls, erected on the tall earthen
foundations. Two circles of dwelling houses were constructed close to the defense
walls. There were 60 houses with the area of around 200 m2 each. The houses’
structures were organized by the parallel sets of wooden poles, supporting the
walls and the roof. The central part of each house held a well, household holes,
household stoves and metallurgic furnaces.

The outer circle of houses in Arkaim was divided into four sections by cross walls
and gate structures of the four entrance gates. The main gates were oriented to
the South-West, to the peak of the separate mountain, which is called Shamanka
: nowadays.

The excavations of the settlement lasted from 1987 to 1995.
After the works were completed most of the archeological sites
were covered in to restore the original landscape. The specialists
constructed a museum object on the base of one excavating area
in the circle of houses. This museum object is a reconstruction of
the defense wall and partial reconstruction of two houses adjoining
the wall.

Today the fossil, soil and archeoastronomic studies at the site
continue. Some of the settlement visitors, including those following
the “neo-pagan” religions, consider that there was a powerful
“energy pole” situated in the centre of the settlement, and they
officiate the ceremony of “energy charging”. However, neither
the results of scientific research, nor individual experience of the
“Arkaim” Centre employees prove the opinion of “neo-pagans”
that Arkaim is a special “energy” centre. Of course, Arkaim is
surrounded by special “aura”, but this is not the aura of energy,
unknown to the science, but the atmosphere of our memory about
those, who lived here many centuries ago, and those, for whom the
place was really sacred.

The museum holds the reconstruction models
of specialized furnaces of the Arkaim Mpoque: the
kiln for burning ceramics, heating oven, fire-place,
metallurgic furnace with the system of natural
airflow from the well, adjoining the furnace. Here
one can also see throwing wheels and weaving
looms of the various ages.

All the exhibits of this museum are working.
During summer they are used by specialists, and
the visitors can attend the practical classes for
studying the ancient technologies. Here one can
learn how to use the weaving loom, or to make a
figuline vessel and to burn in the pottery kiln.

Settlement of the Stonae Age
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The settlement of the Stone Age today consists already of three houses. AII
of them are constructed under the leadership of A.M. Kislenko and are precise

reconstructions of the houses of Botai settlement, which existed in the steppes of

North Kazakhstan in the Ill millennium BC, during the Copper-Stone Age.

Dome-like houses of the Stone Age remind yurts and ails (tents) of turkic-mongol
nomads. The base of construction is the log dome in the shape of multi-angle
pyramid, which is coated with clay. Inside the houses the specialists reconstructed
fireplaces, sleeping plank beds, household areas. During the scientific and museum
conferences the students of Chelyabinsk State University model the life of the
steppe peoples of the Stone Age: they dress in the clothes, made of the rough
fabric, use stone tools, cook meal in ceramic dishes, and curry animal skins.

The research assistants and visitors of Arkaim traditionally meet New Year in
the settlement of the Stone Age, near the ancient fireplace.

On the territory of this historic
park the specialists reconstructed
burial and cult structure of
different cultures from the Bronze
Age up to the Middle Ages. All
the structures were dismounted
in the excavation areas, brought
to Arkaim and recreated in the
historic park.

The biggest object of the
historic park is the reconstruction
of five circular stone fences of
the Bronze Age. They are solid
burial complex of necropolis,
which is separated from the
surrounding environment by the
fences and series of menhirs
— stone installed vertically.
The ancient entombments were
situated in stone boxes in the
centre of such fences.

Moreover, the historic park includes the reconstruction of the
menhir alley, which was a cult structure of the Bronze Age; several
memorial structures and two burial mounds with stone armature of
the nomad Hpoque. The specialists also installed “stone figures”
- sculptural images of the deceased worriers — left by the Turkic
nomads, ancestors of the modern Kazakhs, Bashkirs and Tatars, in
the Transural steppes.

The base of the burial mound is “ee.

six-angle wooden pyramid, installed

above the burial camera. The height

of the burial camera from the floor
to the covering is 4 m. The camera
contains wax models of a man and a
woman, dressed in the reconstructed

clothes, and the precise copies of the :
accompanying tools — bronze and 3

ceramic vessels, ceramic flasks, a
spear, arrows, a bronze mirror etc.

The burial mounds of the earlier
nomad leaders in the Transural
steppes can reach 100 m in diameter
and 10 m in height. The people who
constructed such mounds were part
of the big cultural system of Scythian-
Siberian world in the 1 millennium
BC.

The Cossack farm yard is a
museum of Orenburg Cossacks’
history. The museum represents
a big reconstructed house
and different yard structures,
typical for Cossacks. The house
was transported to Arkaim
from the village of Varlamovo.
Inside the house there are two
stoves — a Russian stove and
“holland” stove; the specialists
reconstructed the interior of
four rooms and a mud room.
The exposition presents the
objects of household and feast
use, which were collected during
ethnographic expeditions in the
neignbouring villages.

Shamanka Mountain is a rocky bald peak of dome shape, rising in the central part of Arkaim valley, right above the tourist camp.
According to some information, the name of the mountain in the form of “Shamanaikha” or “Shemanaikha” was used by the local people
before the beginning of excavation at Arkaim.

The mountain is the remnant of the paleovolcano “Ognennij”, which existed in Arkaim valley more than 300 min years ago. It consists
of rocks, which were formed from the hardened volcano lava. .

It is possible that Shamanka played an important role in the ritual activity of ancient people of Arkaim. The fact that the settlement. is
oriented in the direction of the mountain shows the principle of the fortified centres construction in the context of mythological connection
between the world mountain and the first settlement, which was widely spread in “The Country of Settlements”.

Most of the representatives of new religions
which visit Arkaim consider it very important to
meet the sunrise on the top of Shamanka. Each
morning from several tens to even many hundreds
of people come to the top of the mountain. Some
of the pilgrims sing hymns from Rigveda, which
are devoted to the dawn.

The pilgrims laid out a stone spiral on the
top of Shamanka. Many people think that while
moving along the spiral one can gain “positive”
and get rid of “negative” energy, can heal oneself
and make wishes.

The Mountain of Love is the name, given by modern pilgrims to the mountain of Grachinaya (“Rook Mountain”), which is situated on the
left bank of Karaganka, opposite Shamanka. Its northern shoulder is covered with birch forest, a home for a large colony of rooks (more
than five hundred nests).

There is a small stone burial mound situated on the top of Grachinaya Mountain, possibly, left by earlier nomads in the 1 millennium BC.
There are no other constructions on the mountain, but the modern pilgrims tell the legend that when Arkaim was a living settlement, there
was a Temple of Love situated on the top of this mountain, where ancient dwellers of Arkaim held the wedding ceremonies. This legend is
based on the belief that separate marble blocks are the remains of this temple, though they were brought here from the Polotsky quarry
during the construction of the dam.

Arkaim and other monuments of “The Country of
Settlements” are situated on the banks of the Ural and
the Tobol’s affluents: Arkaim is situated on the Bolshaya
Karaganka, Kuisak and Sarim-Sakly are situated on the
Zingeika, Stepnoye and Chernorechie are situated on
the Ui etc. Moreover, the settlement of Kizilskoye and
some other cult monuments of different Hpoques are
situated on the banks of the Ural.

The head of the Ural are on the mountains, in the
region of Jaman-Tau, the highest peak of the South
Urals. The river flows down the valley, which is imbedded
in the rocky stones, left from the times of ice period,
when great cold water currents flowed south from the
melting glaciers. The banks of the Ural are covered
with multi-coloured jasper pebbles. Here the specialists
discovered the traces of the human presence in the
Transural steppes — stone tools, made 30-40 thousand
year ago.

Arkaim is situated in the region of feather-forb steppes. According to botanist P.V. Kulikov, here one can find more than thousand plant
species. Rare preserved steppe spaces are crossed by large farm fields and degraded pastures. The steppes plants are being restored
only on the conservation area.

However, the conservation regime. makes an ambiguous effect on the plant community. It is prohibited to feed cattle on the territory
of the conservation area, so domestic cattle do not consume grass. At the same time, wild hoofed animals are rare, because they were
almost completely extirpated by people during the previous centuries. The steppe territories contain a large amount of “felt” — withered
grass. It prevents the seeds from getting into the soil. As a result the steppe plant communities on the conservation area are replaced by
meadow plants, bushes start to grow very thick, covering bank territories at the confluence of the Bolshaya Karaganka and the Utyanka.
The preservation and restoration of the steppe plant communities is a difficult issue in terms of these conditions. 31

The specialists marked more than thousand insect species on the territory of Arkaim valley. They play an important role in the steppe

ecosystems, being the main feed for many animals and birds, as well as major “garbage collectors” “grave aid”, providing the cycle of
matter in the natural communities.

Many insects, which inhabit Arkaim valley, are registered in the Red Book of Russia, in particular, mottled ascalaphus fly, a rare and a
very beautiful insect, and saga pedo, a large non-flying grasshopper, hunting for other insects in the steppe grass.

The biggest bird, inhabiting
Arkaim steppes, is the Imperial
eagle, which in Russian is called
“Tomb eagle”. In Latin it is called
Aquila heliaca — “Sunny eagle”,
the English name is “Imperial”,
and only the Russian name is so
pessimistic. This bird makes its
nests high in the tall tree, which
stand separately. One can often
see this bird circling around the
nest area high in the steppe
sky.

The tourist camp of Arkaim is situated on the right bank of
the Bolshaya Karaganka, at the bottom of Shamanka, across
the river from the scientific base. The places in the house
trailers have enough room for more than a hundred visitors at
one time, and the rooms there are booked for whole summer
already in spring. For those who do not have enough places in
trailers, the centre of “Arkaim” offers stationary tents. Many
visitors come with their own tents and put them in specially
allocated areas. All the visitors are provided with drinking
water, firewood and access to the electric power.

The territory of the tourist camp allocates the parking lot,
canteen, food and gift shops, and a dispatch room, where one
can book excursion tours for all objects of the Arkaim museum
complex. Here one can take part in the local and regional
folklore and ethnographic festivals. A5

Cheka Mountain is the highest peak of the
steppe zone in Chelyabinsk Region. lts name
is the tatar form of the Kazakh name Shoka,
which means “a hill with peaked top”. The
mountain has the shape of almost regular
cone and it is well-seen from the tops of
rocky peaks, surrounding Arkaim valley.

Cheka acquired its cult meaning in the
Stone Age, which is proved by the traces of
holy place of this Wpoque on the top of the
mountain. During the Bronze Age ancient
people installed two alleys of menhirs on
the northern shoulder of Cheka; they form
one complex, turned to the main top of the
mountain. More than ten stone burial mounds
belong to the Wpoque of earlier nomads,
which contain the remains of the outstanding
members of Scythian-Sarmatian society.

Razborniye Mountains are one of rare areas of untouched
steppe nature, left in the steppe Transurals. They are situated to
the right from the road from Arkaim to Cheka Mountain.

Here one can see many rocks of strange shape and big massive
“stone tents”. The mountains are covered with mixed birch and
pine forests and the rocks give birth to multiple springs.

People visit the place very rarely. At the bottom of the
mountains there are remains of several ancient camps, which are
the traces of people who lived here 8-10 thousand years ago.

. name, in the northern part of “The Country of Settlements”, on the left bank of
River Ui. It has been studied since 1999 under the leadership of D.G. Zdanovich
and E.V. Kupriyanova. During the works performed at the site eight burial
complexes were studied. These complexes contain more than 100 sacrifice and  «
. burial holes of the Arkaim HMpoque and later periods of the Bronze Age.

The site is interesting for its different forms of burial ceremonies and
sacrifice offerings, rich burial inventory. Here specialists discovered several
# unique samples of bronze weapon and complex women’s jewelry.

One of the most interesting objects at the burial site of
Stepnoye is the collective tomb, the centre of which is the
double entombment of a man and a woman, embracing each
other. Inside the entombment the archeologists discovered
more than ten ceramic vessels and two bronze axes; one is
a combat flap-back axe and a household addice axe.

The materials of the burial site in Stepnoye, as well
as objects from other burial monuments of ancient iipoques,
prove that ancient people took death as an element of human
life. According to the understanding of people belonging to
traditional steppe cultures death does not the end of human
existence and it cannot be one, there is only death as one
of the stage in life.

Megalithic complex of Akhunovo was studied in 2003 under the
leadership of P.N. Petrov. It is situated in the Transural Bashkiria,
in the north-western part of “The Country of Settlements”. It is
the biggest of all megalithic monuments, excavated till present in
the Transural steppes. It is the only known megalithic structure in
the Transurals, which has a strongly marked circular shape.

According to the estimates, the monument belongs to the Bronze
Age; probably, it was created between the lll and Il millenniums
BC and includes 13 menhirs. Eight of them are situated along 30-
meter circle around the ninth menhir; three menhirs are installed
at the distance. In ancient times there were eight wooden poles
around the central menhir, which were almost two meters high.
The specialists can make such a conclusion basing on the deep
holes, left these poles in the continental ground.

Archeoastronomer A.K. Kirillov determined that the megalithic
complex of Akhunovo was constructed in ancient times as an
astronomic horizon observatory. Observations of the Sun and
the Moon, made with its help, allow creating systematic calendar,
which contains key astronomic dates: dates of summer and winter
solstice, vernal and autumnal equinox, as well as the change of
northern and southern cycles of Moon movements.

In terms of structure and volume of reconstructed ancient
astronomic observations the megalithic complex of Akhunovo is
the direct analogy of the famous English megalithic structure of
Stonehénge.
