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COINAGE IN ARCHAEOLOGICAL MONUMENTS
OF LATVIA (9TH TO 12TH CENTURIES)

SUMMARY

About 5000 coins — Kufic dirhams and West-European
denarii — have been found in hoards and archacological
monuments of the 9th to 12th centuries in the territory
of Latvia. The group of single cein finds in archaeologi-
cal monuments has lately remarkably increased — more
than 700 coins have been found in fjortified sites and
unfortified settlements as well as in burial grounds. The
particular features of this group of coins so numerous
and the absence of syslematic and delailed analysis of
its numismatic evidence as a hislorical source has turned
the matter into a topic for actual research. «The topo-
graphy of coin finds in Latvian archaeological monuments
of the 10th {o 12th centuries» compiled by the author
has served as lhe main source for this paper. The two-
part topography comprises information on coin finds
in 58 archaeological monuments — fortified sites, unior-
tified settlemenis and burial grounds.

The examination of these single finds was focussed
on the following questions: when did ihe first coins
reach the territory ol Latvia, how did the influx of coins
oscillate along with the periods of time and when did the
coins disappear? The answer to these questions was
looked for in a thorough and systematic analysis of the
whole material of hoards while the single finds generally
retained their supplementary value, correcting nevertheless
in particular cases some data extracted from the hoards.

A complete survey of the circulation of dirhams in
Latvia is not to be obtained considering that of the
12 hoards known only 3 have survived in satisfactory
condilion (the overwhelming majoriiy having got lost in
the wartimes or been melted in the previcus cenlury).
There is no sufficient information left about the missing
hoards. No hoards of the first period of circulation of
dirhams (the beginning of ihe 9ih century till 825) have
been found in Latvia. The earliest hoards are dated by
the middle of the 9th century and they are Grobinas
Ilgi, Vidzemes, Libagu Saraji, Svélciema Ungéni. By
this period (the middle of ihe 9th cenlury) we date the
beginning of appearance of Kufic dichams in Latvia. To
the 3rd period of circulation of dirhams {905—960) be-
long 4 hoards: Nivessala, Dundagas Kankumi, Grobipas
Kuski and, Embably, a hoard found near Grobina. Reler-
ring lo the hoard of Nivessala the author enlirely agrees
with the conclusions of V. Urtins about lhe inseparabi-
lity of its three parcels, no contradiction emerging in
the known two parcels of the hoard which are compact
according to the time of issue of the coins and dynaslic
breakdown. The bulk of singly found coins from
archaeological menuments can be put down as belonging
lo the third period of circulation of dirhams — it was
the period of the most intensive flow of coin silver
towards Latvia. To the last period of circulation of dir-
hams — 961 to 1014 — relate two hoards only: near
Riga and Rezvoy. The castern parcel of the Rezvov
hoard is dated by the end of the 10th century. The easlern

parcels of the hoards of Ludzas EversmuiZa and Rezvov
give evidence that the main flow of dirhams ended ahout
the 980s while separale coins continued to appear till
1012/1013. The structure of the hoard of Ludzas Evers-
muiZa makes it obvious that dirhams circulated on the
territory of Lafvia till the 1020s. Later on these coins
are mow and then met in archaeological sites — and
then as decorative arlicles — pendants only.

Early hoards of dirhams were found in Kurzeme and
Vidzeme in the vicinily of the Ballic Sea. No hoards of
the 9th cenlury were found in the lower and middle
Daugava. That early dirhams arrived from the isle of
Gotland by sca scems plausible. In ihe 10th century
dithams arc found ali along ihe Daugava — from the
source to the site of Dignija. This period is marked by
ihe conceniration of dirham finds in two regions: the
lower Daugava and Kurzeme, near Grobina. By ihe 10th
century the Daugava had attained a significant role of
the main trade route and played an imporiant part in
the irade between East Eurcpe and Scandinavia, The
conceniralion of dirham finds in Kurzeme and particu-
larly around Grobina is connecled wilh ihe mercantile
transactions (as well as plundering raids) between Vi-
kings and Curonians, The topographic analysis of the
latest period of circulaiion of dirhams leads to the con-
clusion that coins no longer reached Latvia by the route
along the Daugava but were imported from the North or
North-East along the river Velikaja.

The three different periods of hoards in the 11th cen-
tury in East Europe were characterized by N. Bauer.
6 hoards of the first hali of the IIth century are known
in Lalvia: Gramzdes Jaunzemji, Ludzas EversmuiZa, Ka-
cénu Radova, Jaunsvirlaukas Slaffene, Lédurga I and
Salaspils. As the majority of the coins of all lhe hoards
of the 1lth century have been described in the pre-war
timz the aulhor was obliged to revise the original
description whiclh was somelimes inadequatc by madern
standards and supply it with amendments and new
details in accordance wilh the latest attribulions. On
some occasions new attribulion was added to 1/3rd of
the coins.

Comparalive examination of the structure of early
hoards of Latvia and Russia reveals some discrepancies.
The very Jirst of the early hoards confirm ihat Wes{-Eu-
ropean coins reached Latvia later than they reached Rus-
sia. The earliest Latvian hoard Gramzdes Jaunzemji dates
by the end of the 10th century, whereas in Russia first
West-European coins appear in hoards of the 960s-970s,
i. e. 30 to 40 years carlier than in Latvia. The first hall
of the 11th century in Lalvia is nol rich in hoards, the
number of West-European denarii is a little less than
that of Oriental coins. The hoard of Ludzas Eversmuifa
constitutes an exception - it is capacious and then dir-
hams do prevail remarkably thus bearing a strong like-
ness with the hoards of Russia, The hoards of Evers-
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muiza and Salaspils contain a rather large percentage
of Anglo-Saxon denarii. While the hoards of the first
half of the Ilth century in Russia contain large amounts
of cut coins, in Latvia it happens only in the case of
Ludzas EversmuiZa, the rest of Latvian hoards having
their coins either all whole or the percentage of frag-
ments not exceeding 10. This way the hoard of Evers-
muiza sharply differs from all other Latvian hoards of
the period. It can probably be explained by the different
ways the coins did reach any given territory — the
hoard of EversmuiZa has not come from the West, it
a?riﬁred from the North, North-East through the lands
of Russia.

6 hoards relate to the period of the middle of the
I1th century — Daugmale, Salaspils Laukskola, Césis,
Jaunmokas, Vipes Klaukava, Livanu Straumes. Compa-
red with the early Latvian hoards these have grown
richer. The majority of them belong to the 1050s. The
dirhams have disappeared altogether, now and then one
or a couple of coins are met. German, mainly Franconic
denarii prevail, the region of Utrecht coming second,
then the regions of Rhein, Niedersachsen. English, Da-
nish, Hungarian, Bohemian (Czech) coins are represented
by single units. The bulk of coins in hoards of this pe-
riod belongs to the 1020s—1050s. Compared with the
hoards of Russia of this period the Latvian hoards stand
out for their low percentage of English and Danish de-
narii as well as complete absence of North-Italian de-
narii, Byzantic miliaresia and Russian srebreniki. Coins
in the hoards of this time are almost all whole, frag-
ments are rare (10%) this being their particular diffe-
rence from the hoards of Russia of this time, holding
all a very high percentage of coins cut.

5 hoards represent the second half of the 11th cen-
tury — Branti, Lielvardes Ip3i, Lédurga II, MakaSéni,
Aizkraukle. The West-European parcel of the hoard of
Rezvov ought to be ranked in here as well. Latvian
hoards of the second half of the 11th century appear to
be the most rich in composition. The main part consis-
ting of denarii from Friesland and the region of Utrecht,
farther coming denarii of Franconia (Mainz, Worms,
Speior), then in a more modest number are represented
coins from the region of Rhein and Niedersachsen.
Anglo-Saxonic coins are represented poorly with the
exception of the aforementioned hoard of Lédurga II. It
is necessary to note the discrepancy between the struc-
ture of hoard of Lédurga II and the general outlines of
the hoard structure at the time given — the Frisian
mint in it does not prevail, the contents of Anglo-Saxo-
nic coins is remarkable (15), the percentage of Danish
and Hungarian coins is comparably high. The structure
of the hoard corresponding greatly with that of the
hoards buried by the end of the 11th century it is
most likely that it was concealed in the 1080s. The majo-
rity of the hoards of the given period are dated with
the 1070s. Several single coins struck in the end of the
11th century have been found at archaeological excava-
tions.

Thus, the first West-European coins began to apl?lear
in Latvia around the end of the 10th century. These
first early denarii were found in Kurzeme — hoard
Gramzdes Jaunzemji and fortified site Talsi and on the
lower Daugava — single finds in Daugmale and Salas-
pils Laukskola. They arrived by the western route by
which, traversing the isle of Gotland and along the ri-
vers Daugava, Gauja, Venta progressed the main flow
of coins to Latvia. A second route marked by B. Mugu-
réviés, coming from North, North-East can be retraced
by the hoards found in the North-East of Latvia — Lu-
dzas Eversmuiza and Kacénu Radova. Coins travelled
along the second route somewhat later — in the first
quarter of the 11th century. The intensity of the influx
of coined silver inlo Latvia reached its top in the
1030s—1060s. The concealing of the hoards generally
concurs with the first quarter of the 11th century, the
1050s and the 1070s. By the end of the 11th century and
in the 12th century the import of coins in Latvia was
less than modest, and indeed, the 1070s—1080s mark the
beginning of a coinless period which ends in the 13th
century. On the other hand, in the territory of Russia
the flow of coins continues up to the beginning of the
12th century, which is some 30—40 years longer. It is

explained most likely by the main coined silver import
route being shifted somewhat to the North from Gotland
to the Finnish Bay. When the general flow of coins be-
gan to show a substantial decreace, the import along the
water route of the Daugava first came to a stop.

Coins that had reached the territory of Latvia were
applied variously. Some part of them was used as trade
silver, others were piled up and then concealed as
hoards, some again were melted and at last a certain part
of coins was turned into decorative articles — adorn-
ments. The majority of hoards found in the territory of
Latvia were owned by local persons of rank, merchants,
craftsmen. Still, coins were in circulation among wide
other sections of populatior which is verified by
abundant finds of single coins at archaeological
excavations. Coins have been discovered in 58 ar-
chaeological monuments of the 10th to 12th centuries —
9 fortified sites, 4 unfortified settlements and 45 burial

rounds. The finds in sites and settlements differ
rom those of burial grounds, While coins found
in sites and settlements usually belong to the category
of circulable silver, most coins found in burial grounds
have been t{urned into adornments. We divide the
coins found in sites and settlements into two groups —
single finds and hoards. The singly found units we
divide farther into payment silver and coins-adornments.
The latter category is coins lost. Lost coins though
being an event of certain rarity give evidence of
coins being at the disposal of the population in sufficient
amounts. 4 hoards have been discovered at the excava-
tions, the richest one of them found in the fortified site
of Aizkraukle contained 190 West-European coins and
a silver bracelet in the form of a coil. The second richest
hoard was discovered in the fortified site Daugmale and
contained a partly fused piece of some 50 West-European
coins, The third, a little one, holding 5 denarii was
found in the foundations of a hearth in Salaspils Lauk-
skola. The fourth hoard, holding coin-pendants, was dis-
covered in Reznes burial ground.

In the first chapter is given a survey of coin finds
in archaeological monuments of the Curonians, the Semi-
gallians, the Livs, the Latgallians and the Selonians.
Each monument is attended by a separate numismatic
analysis and the probable routes of coin flow
are traced. The highest density of coin finds com-
prises the central regions of Latvia, especially the lower
Daugava and the basin of the Gauja, i. e. the territory
populated by Daugava and Gauja Livs. The most out-
standing is the district of lower Daugava between the isle
Dole and 1k3kile. Here coins were found in 14
monuments — 10 burial grounds, 1 fortified site, 3 settle-
ments. The burial grounds contained 188 coins, the site
and settlements 139. This rich evidence testifies the im-
Bortant role of the region in transit trade along the

augava as well as internal trading operations in Latvia.
Coin finds likewise abound in the Livs residencies up-
stream along the Daugava from Ik8kile to Aizkraukle.
The single find density regions compared, after the Dau-
gava stands out the basin of the Gauja populated by
Gauja Livs and the Latgallians (upper basin). The pre-
valence of coins in the Livs habitations is convincing.
Anyway it is indispensable to note that the
bulk of coins found in archaeological monuments of
the Livs has been adapted to serve as adornments, this
being a definite expression of ethnical particularities of
the Livs — a disposition for wearing amounts of pendants
including coin-pendants. In the third region — the basin
of the Lielupe — discoveries are poor in number, gene-
rally dirhams have been found, West-European coins are
rare. The concentration of coins in the three referred to
regions attest their weight in the economics of Latvia.
Such remarkable centres of trade and handicraft and
early fortified townlike sites as Daugmale, Aizkraukle,
Mezotne played an essential role in the transit and local
trade.

The regions of the highest concentration of hoards do
not always coincide with the regions with the highest
density of single finds. So, if hoards containing Kufic
dirhams were generally found in the vicinity of Grobipa
and in the lower Daugava, single dirhams have been
found in archaeological monuments scattered all along
the river Daugava till Dignaja and the basins of the
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Gauja and Lielupe. This way, the single finds of Kufic
dirhams have permitted to extend considerably the bor-
ders of their expansion in Latvia first marked by the
hoards. Furthermore, the main routes carrying coin sil-
ver were more clearly traced. Regions of West-European
denarii diffusion in hoards as in singles generally con-
cur with the exception of East Latvia (East and North-
East from the Aiviekste). The archaeological monuments
of this region show as well as no coin finds. Coins have
been found in three fortiflied sites only — Asote, Jersika,
Dignaja — all on the banks of the Daugava. Also no
coins have been discovered in the burial grounds of the
eastern part of Latvia although scales and weights for
the weighing of coin silver were found. On the other
hand, rather a lot of hoards has been revealed here and
then generally rich in contents — EversmuiZa, Rezvov,
Livanu Straumes, Vipes Klaukava, Livani, Makaseni. It
is necessary to remark, that in comparison with such
well explored regions as the lower Daugava and the
basin of the Gauja this part of Latvia remains still in-
sufficiently examined. New investigations might bring
along their corrections.

The analysis of coin finds in archaelogical monu-
ments has lead us to the conclusion that they are sub-
stantially identical with the structure of hoards and al-
most all lands and regions having directed their coin
silver to Latvia in the 9th to 12th centuries are represen-
ted — Orient, Byzantia, Germany, England, Denmark,
Hungary. The Kufic dirhams build a group rather rich
in number (130 coins). Coins of all the four periods of
circulation or dirhams in East Europe are represented,
the majority belcm%ing to the third period. The most of
the dirhams were found in archaeological monuments of
the 10th to the first half of the 11th centuries. Byzantic
miliaresia in Latvia have yet not been found in hoards,
but there are 24 single finds on hand. The first Byzan-
tic miliaresia most likely arrived in Latvia in the first
half of the 10th century, the influx reaching top by the
end of the 10th and the beginning of the 11th centuries
under the reign of Basil II and Constantine VIII (976—
1025). The main route from East was along the Dau-
gava. At the same time some Byzantic coins together
with West-European denarii and dirhams might have
come by a roundabout way via Gotland from the West.

In the group of West-European coins found in hoards
or single German denarii predominate in number. The
Freatest part of them single or in hoards relates to the
irst half — middle of the 11th century (the 1030s—
1060s). Denarii struck by the end of the 11th — the
beginning of the 12th century are likewise present. So
that hoards dating after the 1080s in Latvia are not
known, only single finds of late coins do report on de-
narii arriving even till the end of the 12th century. New
information has joined in lately bearing evidence about
the time of arrival of English coins in Latvian territory.
Most intensely they have flowed in the first quarter of
the 11th century. In hoards English denarii are met till
the second qurarter of the 11th century, while excavated
specimens extend this margin right into the first quarter
of the 12th century. Excavation material has brought
new evidence about Danish coins as well — the first
Danish denarii have reached Latvia in the first quarter
of the 11th century under the reign of Canute; the very
recent — by the end of the 11th — first half of the 12th
century under the reign of Harold Heyn, Oluf Hunger,
Eric Lam. The Latvian numismatic material has been
supplemented by a separate group of coins — rough
imitations of West-European denarii of the 11th century.
Noting the absence of counterfeit coins in other regions
and the high level of jeweller craftsmanship in Latvia
at the given period these coins most probagly seem to
be a local production. Scarcity of material known impe-
des to give a final conclusion about the coming into
existence of these coins and their role in the circulation
of money in Latvia in the 11th—I12th centuries. They
most likely appeared in the second half, end of the 11th
century as a result of the decrease of the influx of
West-European denarii.

All the burial ground coins are divided into {wo
groups: the coins-adornments and ritual coins. The first
one predominates in number. 275 coin-pendants are
known from the given period, 196 were found in graves,

49 — in settlemenis and 30 — in boards Wearing coins
as decorative articles was a widespread habit in East
Europe as testify the finds in carly Middle Age monu-
ments there. To a certain degree it was due to the under-
development of money circulation at the period of time,
Coins turned into pendants no longer were used as pay-
ment silver, their new appointment was to serve as de-
corative articles, adornments. It can be noted here that
the coins were a sort of art products by themselves, con-
venient by the form and size o be turned into adorn-
ments. Some pendants are known in the hoard of Libagu
Séraji which is dated by the middle of the 9th century
and they mark the appearance in Latvia of the first sin-
gle coin-pendants, These early coin-pendants very possibly
arrived in Latvia already drilled or otherwise transfor-
med into adornments. The retracement of the chronology
of coin-pendants and the analysis of the interrelations
of coins found in graves with the material revealed in
hoards leads us to a conclusion that the habit of wearing
coins as adornmenis has set in by the first quarter of
the 10th century, i. e. the period of a powerful flow of
Kufic dirhams toward Lalvia. Dirhams served as pen-
dants over a longer space of time than West-European
denarii. Most frequently coin-pendants have been found
in archaeological monuments of the Livs particularly
those of the Daugava. In 20 Livs burial grounds
183 coin-pendants were found. Such abundance of finds
here is obviously explained by two factors. The first, of
economical character — the lower Daugava stands out
as a region particulary satiated with coin silver, this
abundance favouring the transformation of coins into
adornments. The second, of no less importance as was
previously pointed out, is the ethnic particularity of Fin-
nish tribes — their craving for wearing lots of pendants.
The coin-pendants were fastened by loops and moreover
the most widespread were bronze strips fastened by rive-
ting. Coin fastening by wire loops was rare and is proved
that is appeared only by the middle of the 11th century.
Silver loops are most frequently met with early coins, but
they cannot serve as true evidence for dating the pendant
as an early one, because silver loops are the same way
met with coins struck recently.

Another smaller group of coins in graves is the ritual
coins. Here belong the coins placed in grave as 'obolus
of the dead’, denoted to signify affiliation of the decea-
sed to traders and coins as well that were found in the
ritual pits on the burial grounds.

In Latvia the very first 'obulus of the dead’ dated by
the 2nd to 4th centuries were found in burial grounds
in South Kurzeme and Vidzeme. In the territory of Lat-
via they are again found around the millennium and
grow frequent in the graves of the 1lth century. It con-
curs with the appearance of silver coins on large scale
circulation, developing a conception of the usefulness of
money in posthumous life.

In Latvia the 'obulus of the dead’ is most frequently
found in the graves of the Livs and only two cases are
known when such coins have been placed in {he Latgal-
lians graves. It is supposed that the custom has gained
ground under some Scandinavian influence. The material
culture of the Livs based in general upon the Finnish cul-
ture of Baltic area has developed under certain Scandina-
vian influence and the obulus of the dead’ has at the time
given been found in burial grounds along the East
coast of Sweden. The point of the custom obviously has
been in all times one and the same — the fear of the
primitive man from the dead body, the whish to wheedle
oneself into its good graces, to make up a supply for
his needs in the life beyond — tools, weapons,
adornments, food and later on money as well for the
acquirement of the said.

Coins in graves intended to attribute mercantile pro-
fession represent just a variety ol ritual money in burial
grounds, According to the particular meaning ascribed
to these coins — they are being given to deccased tra-
desmen, apparently for to enable them to proceed with
their commercial operations in the posthumous life —
they probably ought to be separated in a special third
group. The greatest part of the 12 dated tradesmen gra-
ves holding coins relates to the 11th century while only
2 graves are dated by the margin of the 11/12th centuries,
and one — belongs to the 12th century. Furthermore we
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have o add to lhe coin finds in burial grounds ihe
category of coins in rilual pils. Rilual pits containing
objecls of sacrifice were revealed in the burial grounds
of Doles Rausi, Doles Vampenie$i 1 and I, Salaspils
Laukskola and they bear evidence on the burial rites of
the Livs. The coins and other objects laid in those pits
very probably symbolized {rcasures offered as sacrilice
to the deities, i. e. were of a sacral character,

Coins found at ihe excavations have a dccisive role
for dating the archacological monuments as a whole
and so the particular articles found thers. Exceptionally
secure dating is ensured by closed complexes such as
graves whose isolaled cocvalily of contents provides for
more plausibility than finds upon any open strata. As
the method of numistmatic dating still requires further
perfection, the aboundant and ever-increasing material
found in the archaeological monuments of Latvia con-
stitutes a remarkable source of evidence. The analysis
of the correlation of coins found in buridl grounds and
the comparison of them with the material of hoards re-
vealed some regularities which are to be considered while
dating burials. First — the {ime of wearing coin-pendants
was limited. Coin influx periods of high inlensity caused
more coins lo be turned into adornments which then
more frequently got placed in he graves. With the flow
of coins declining the habit of wearing them disappcared.
Dirkams in the form of adornments were worn for re-
markably longer span of time than West-European de-
natii. Dirhams served in this way for a century and a
half — from the beginning of the 10th cenlury to the
middle of the 11th century. West-European coin-pendants

served likewise for only a hall of a cenlury, lhe chrono-
logical span belween coins from a particular grave ran-
ging between 10—20, 30—40 and scidom 50 years. Ha-
ving estimated the approximale length of service of the
coins we can venture a statement about the exactness
of dalings by coin-pendants, which will be more precise
for the West-European denarii. Still more exactitude for
dalings we can gei from the rilual coins found in burial
grounds. Following lhe hoard data payment silver had
an established length of run. Pendants were worn siill
some lime afler the influx of coins (Kufic dirhams and
Wesl-European denarii) stopped, but the ritual coins of
the period given vanished completely and are therciore
more reliable for dating.

There is a necessity of comparing the data extracted
from burial grounds by numismaiic methods with typo-
legical evidence (especially for coin-pendanis). It is {o
he noled that lypological datings of arlicles are finally
based on the absolule dalings of coins. So lhe compa-
rison of numismatic and typological dalings helps us
{o reveal erroncous presumptions, cnables the lesling of
the absolute dating of ihe typological line, proves ihe
degree of exactness of the dating of coins by their
various functions.

Thus the systematization oi the whole numismalic ma-
lerial (including hoards) found in Latviza permitted to
delermine the structure of coin circulation in the 9th to
12ih cenluries, to deline the main routes and times of
influx of coin silver, to distinguish lhe particularities of
various categories of coins found in archaeological mo-
numenis.



MUNZEN IN ARCHAOQOLOGISCHEN
DENKMALERN LETTLANDS (9.—12. JH.)

ZUSAMMENFASSUNG

Auf dem Territorium Letllands sind in Schatzfunden
und archiologischen Denkmilern des 9.—12. Jahrhun-
derts gegen fiinftausend Miinzen — kulische Dirhems
und westeuropdische Denare — bekannt. In letzter Zeit
ist die Zahl der Einzelfunde in archiologischen Denkmi-
lern bedeutend gestiegen: in Burgbergen, unbefestigten
Siedlunger und Grabstitten des [0—12. Jahrhunderts
sind mehr als 700 Miinzen gefunden worden. Die grofie
Anzahl und Eigenart dieser Minzgruppe sowie der
Umstand, daB sie als besondere numismatisch-archiolo-
gische Quelie nicht geniigend erforscht ist, machen ihre
Erforschung zu einer dringlichen Aufgabe. Als hauptsich-
liche Quellengrundlage diescr Arbeit dienle dic vom
Autor verfaBte «Topographie der Miinzfunde in archio-
logischen Denkmilern Lettlands im 10.—12, Jahrhun-
dert>. Diese aus zwei Teilen bestechende Topographie
enthilt Angaben iiber Miinzfunde in 58 archiologischen
Denkmilern — Burgbergen, unbefesligten Siedlungen,
Grabstiliten.

Um eine umfassende Analysce der Einzeliunde durchzu-
fithren, war es notwendig, festzustellen, wann die Miinzen
erstmalig auf das Territorium Lettlands gelangten, wie
sich der Miinzumlaui vollzogen hat, in welchen Zeitab-
schnitten der Zustrom mehr oder weniger rege war und
wann er ganz aufgehdrt hat. Diese Fragen konnten nur
anf Grund einer Sysiematisierung des gesamten Fundma-
terials gelost werden, wobei das Ausgrabungsmaterial
in einigen Fillen zur Berichtigung und Erginzung der
Schaizfundangahen verwandt wurde.

Das Bild des Dirhemumlaufes in Lettland kann keines-
falls als vollstindig gelten, da von zwolf bekannten
Schatzfunden nur drei verhdlinisméaflig gut erhalten ge-
blieben sind (die meisten Schatzfunde sind noch im
19. Jahrhundert verlorengegangen, umgeschmolzen wor-
den oder wihrend des Kriepes abhanden gekommen),
Uber die verlorengegangenen Schatzfunde gab es mei-
stenteils keine ausreichender Angaben, In Lettland eibt
es keine Funde aus der ersten Umlaulperiode des Dir-
hems (Anfang des 9. Jh. bis zum Jahre 825). Die aller-
frihesten Schatzfunde stammen aus der Mitte des
9. Jahrhunderts — den 50er und 60er Jahren, Dies sind
die Schatzfunde Grobinas Hgi, Vidzemes, Libagu Saraji
Svétciema Ungeni. Dieser Zeitabschnitt — die Mitte des
9, Jahrhunderts — ist als Bepinn des Eintreffens kufi-
scher Dirhems auf das Territorium Letilands anzusehen.
Zur dritten Umlaufperiode (die Jahre 905—960) gehdren
vier Schaizfunde — Navessata, Dundagas Kankumi, Gro-
binas Ku3ki und wahrscheinlich auch der in der Néhe
von Grobina entdeckte Schalzfund. Was den Schatzfund
Navessala anbetrifft, so ist der Autor mit der Schlufifol-
gerung von V. Urians iber die Zusammengehorigheit
aller seinen drei Teile vBllig einverstanden. Dem wider-
spricht aunch nicht der Bestand der bekannten zwei Teile
des Schatzfundes sowoh! hinsichilich des Zeitpunktes der
Miinzprigung, als auch beziiglich des dynastischen Be-
standes. Zur dritten Periode des Dirhemmumlaufes gehdrt
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auch eine grofic Anzahl von Minzen aus archiologischen
Denkmilern; es handelt sich hier um die Periode des in-
tensivsten Zustromes von Miinzsilber nach Lettland. Zur
letzten Periode des Dirhemumlaufes — vom Jahre 961 bis
1014 — gehiren nur zwei Schatzfunde in der Nihe
von Riga und Rezvov. Der d&stliche Teil des Rezvo-
ver Schatzfundes entstammt dem Ende des 10. Jahrhun-
derts, Die éstlichen Teile der Schatzrfunde won Ludzas
Eversmuifa und Rezvov lassen darauf schliefen. dal der
Zustrom von Dirhems nach dem Territorium Lettlands
hauptsachlich bis zu den 80er Jahren des ¥0. Jahrhun-
derts gedauert hat. in geringifigigen Mengen auch his
zum Jahre 1012/1013. Der Bestand des Schatzfundes
Ludzas EversmuiZa zeugt davon, daff Dirhems auf dem
Territorium  Lelflands bis zu den 20er Jahren des
11. Jahrhunderts im Umlauf gewesen sind. Spater sind
sie in Ausgrabungsmalerialien selten und nur als
Schmuockmiinzen {Anhénger} anzutreffen,

Frihe Dirhemschatzfunde sind in Kurzeme und Vid-
zeme in der Nahe des Meeres gefunden worden. Am Un-
terlauf und Mittellauf der Daucava gibt es keine Schaiz-
funde des 9. Jahrhunderts, Es ist durchaus méglich.
daBl frithe Dirhems iiber das Meer von der Insel Gotland
gekommen sind, Im 10. Jahthundert gibt es Dirhems
bereits den ganzen Lauf der Daugava entlang — von
der Miindung bis zum Burgberg Dignaja. Eine Konzen-
{ration der Funde in dieser Periode ist an zwei Stellen
zu beobachten — am Unlerlauf der Daugava und in
Kurzeme, in der Nihe von Grobina. Im 10. Jahrhundert
war der hauptsichliche Weg, auf dem die Milnzen nach
Lettland gelangten. die Daugava, die in diesem Zeit-
abschnitt eine  wichtipe Bedeutung im Transithandel
zwischen Osteurona und Skandinavien erlangt hatte. Die
konzentrierten Dirhemfunde in Kurzeme, besonders in
der Nihe von Grobina, hingen mit den Kriegs. und Han-
delszilgen der Wikinger und Kuren zusammen. Aus der
Topographie ergibt sich. daBl in der letzien Periode des
Dithemumlaufes die Miinzen nicht mehr diber die Dau-
rava, sondern aus dem Norden oder Nordosten Gber den
Welikaja-FluB gekommen sind.

N. Bauer gab eine Charakieristik von drei verschiede-
nen Perioden der Schatzfunde des 11. Jahrhunderls in
Osteuropa. In Letiland sind sechs Schatzfunde aus der
ersten Hilfte des 11. Jahrhunderis bekannt — Gramazdes
Jaunzemiji, Ludzas Eversmuiia, Kacenu Radova, Jaun-
svirlaukas Stalfene sowie Lédurga I und Salaspils. Da
die Mchrheit der Miinzen aller Schatziunde des 11. Jahr-
hunderts in den Vorkriepsjahren bestimmt worden war,
hat der Autor unter Beriicksichtigung der neuesten
Attributionen eine zusitzliche Bearbeitung aller Schatz-
funde und dazu nétige Berichtigungen und Ergédnzungen
vorgenommen, In einigen Fillen erhielt ein Drittel der
Miinzen eine neue Attribution.

Im Vergleich zu dem Bestand der Schalzfunde Alteufi-
landes haben sich im Bestand der Frithschatzfunde Lett.
tands einige Besonderheiten ergeben. Die ersfen
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Friihschaizfunde zeugen davon, daBl westeuropiische Miin-
zen nach Letiland spiter gelangt sind als auf dem Terri-
torium AltruBlands. Der alteste Schatzfund — Gramzdes
Jaunzemji — stammt aus dem Ende des 10. Jahrhun-
derts, die ersten westeuropiischen Miinzen hingegen
erscheinen in Schatzfunden AltruBlands bereils in den
60er — 70er Jahren des 10. Jahrhunderts, ungefihr um
40—30 Jahre friiher als in Lettland. Die Schatzfunde aus
der ersten Hilfte des 11. Jahrhunderts in Lettland sind
gering, die Zahl westeuropiischer Denare ist etwas klei-
ner als die der Miinzen aus dem Orient. Eine Ausnahme
bildet der Schatzfund Ludzas Ezermuiza — er ist reich-
haltig und in ihm — wie auch in den Schatzfunden
AltruBlands — {iberwiegen Dirhems. Die Schatzfunde
Eversmuiza und Salaspils enthalten einen ziemlich gro-
Ben Anteil angelsichsischer Denare. Die Schatziunde der
ersten Hilfte des 11. Jahrhunderts in Altrufiland enthal-
ten ziemlich viel Bruch. In Lettland gibt es viele Bruch-
stiicke nur im Schatzfund Ludzas Ezermuiza, in den {ibri-
gen Schatzfunden sind die Miinzen entweder unversehrt
oder der Anteil beschidigter Miinzen iibersteigt nicht
10%. Der Schatzfund Ezermuiza unterscheidet sich also
stark von den iibrigen Schatzfunden Lettlands dieses
Zeitabschnittes. Das ist wahrscheinlich mit den unter-
schiedlichen Transportwegen zu erkliren — in die Ge-
gend um Ezermuiza kamen die Miinzen nicht aus west-
licher, sondern aus oOstlicher und nordostlicher Richtung,
durch die Territorien Altrulands. Zur Periode der Mitte
des 11. Jahrhunderts gehoren sechs Schatziunde —
Daugmale, Salaspils Laukskola, Césis, Jaunmokas, Vipes
Klaukava, Livani, Straumes. Die Schatzfunde Lettlands
aus der Mitte des 11. Jahrhunderts sind im Vergleich zu
den Friihschatzfunden schon zahlreicher. Es sind haupt-
sichlich Schatzfunde der 50er Jahre. Die Dirhems sind
vollstindig verschwunden, nur ganz selten triift man
auf eine oder zwei Miinzen. Es sind {iberwiegend deut-
sche Denare, hauptsdchlich aus Franken, an zweiter
Stelle steht das Gebiet von Utrecht, es folgen das
Rheinland, Niedersachsen. Englische, dénische, ungarische,
bohmische Miinzen sind nur in einigen Exemplaren ver-
treten. Chronologisch gehort die Hauptzahl der Miinzen
in Schatzfunden dieses Zeitabschnitts zu den 20er—
S50er Jahren des 11, Jahrhunderts. Die Eigenart
der Schatzfunde Lettlands dieser Zeit, im Vergleich
zu den altrussischen Schatzfunden, besteht in dem gerin-
gen Anteil englischer und danischer Denare, in dem
volligen Fehlen norditalienischer Denare, byzantinischer
Miliarense und russischen Serebrenik. Fast alle Miinzen
in Schatziunden dieses Zeitabschnitts sind unversehrt,
Abfall ist sehr selten anzutreffen (10%). Auch dieser
Umstand unterscheidet sie von den altrussischen Schatz-
funden, in denen der Anteil beschddigter Miinzen in die-
ser Periode sehr hoch ist.

Aus der zweiten Hilfte des 11. Jahrhunderts stammen
fiinf Schatzfunde — Branti. Lielvardes Ipsi. Ledurga II,
Makasani, Aizkraukle. Dazu ist auch der west-
europdische Teil des Schatzfundes Rezvova hinzuzufiigen.
Die Schatfunde Lettlands aus der zweiten Halite
des 11.Jahrhunderts sind ihrem Bestand nach die aller-
zahlreichsten. In ihnen {iberwiegen friesische und Utrech-
ter Denare auflerdem Denare aus Franken (Mainz, Worms,
Speyer), verhiltnismifig gering ist die Zahl der Miinzen
aus dem Rheinland und Niedersachsen. Angelsichsische
Miinzen sind weniger vertreten, eine Ausnahme bildet,
wie bereits erwihnt, der Schatzfund Lédurga II. Hierzu
sei bemerkt, daB8 der Schatzfund Lédurga II der allgemei-
nen Charakteristik der Schatzfunde des gegebenen Zeit-
abschnitts nicht entspricht, denn in ihm tberwiegen nicht
Miinzen friesischer Pragung, sondern es gibt viele (15)
angelsdchsischen Miinzen und hoch ist der Anteil unga-
rischer und dinischer Miinzen. Es ist gut méglich, da8
es aus den 80er Jahren stammt, da sein Bestand mehr
dem Bestand der Schatzfunde aus dem Ende des 11. Jahr-
hunderts entspricht. Die Schatzfunde dieses Zeitabschnitts
stammen gr(’igtenteils aus den 70er Jahren des 11. Jahr-
hunderts. Bei archiologischen Ausgrabungen sind einzelne
im Ausgang des 11. Jahrhunderts geprigte Miinzen ge-
funden worden.

Abendlindische Miinzen begannen also nach Lettland
gegen Ende des 10. Jahrhunderts zu gelangen. Die ersten
frithen Denare sind in Kurzeme (Schatzfund Gramzdes
Jaunzemji und Burgberg Talsi) und am Unterlauf der
Daugava (Einzelfunde in Daugmale und Salaspils Lauk-
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skola) gefunden worden. Die Miinzen gelangten nach
Lettland hauptsichlich iiber den westlichen Weg — iiber
die Insel Gotland und von dort aus iiber die Fliisse, die
Daugava, die Gauja, die Venta. Der zweite Weg, auf den
E. Mugureviés hinweist, fiihrte aus dem Norden, Nord-
osten; man kann ihn nach den im nordostlichen Lettland
gefundenen Schatzfunden (Ludzas Eversmuiza, Kacénu
Radova) verfolgen. Auf diesem Wege kamen die Miinzen
etwas spiter — im ersten Viertel des 11. Jahrhunderts.
Silbermiinzen gelangten nach Lettland am hiufigsten in
den 30er—60er Jahren des 11. Jahrhunderts. Die Schatz-
funde sind aber hauptsichlich im ersten Viertel des
1. Jahrhunderts, in den 50er und 70er Jahren des
I1. Jahrhunderts entstanden. Der Zustrom von Miinzen
horte in den 70 er—80er Jahren des 11. Jahrhunderts auf.
Am Ausgang des 11. und 12. Jahrhundert gelangten
Miinzen nach Lettland nur in ganz geringem Umfang.
Seit den 70er—80er Jahren des I1. Jahrhunderts beginnt
in Lettland ein nahezu vollig miinzenloser Zeitabschnitt,
der erst im 13. Jahrhundert zu Ende geht. Auf das Ter-
ritorium Altrullands dagegen gelangten Miinzen bis
zum Beginn des 12. Jahrhunderts, also um 30—40 Jahre
linger. Folglich begann der Zustrom abendlindischer
Denare nach Lettland um 30—40 Jahre spiter als nach
dem {ibrigen Territorium Osteuropas, und ihr Zustrom
horte auch um 30—40 Jahre frither auf. Das ist wohl
dadurch zu erkldren, daB der Hauptweg, den die Silber-
miinzen damals nahmen, nordlicher verlief — iiber die
Insel Gotland zum Finnischen Meerbusen. Als der Zu-
strom von Miinzen stark abzunehmen begann, versiegte er
zuallererst auf dem Wasserweg der Daugava.

Die Miinzen, die auf das Territorium Lettlands ge-
langten, fanden verschiedenartige Verwendung. Ein Teil
der Miinzen — Silbermiinzen — wurde als Zahlungsmittel
benutzt; ein Teil wurde zu Schitzen, die spdter gehortet
wurden; ein Teil wurde umgeschmolzen und, letztlich, ein
gewisser Teil fand als Schmuck seine Anwendung. Der
groBte Teil der auf dem Territorium Lettlands gehobe-
nen Schatzfunde gehérte der ortlichen feudalisierten
Oberschicht, Kaufleuten, Handwerkern. Aber auch weitere
Kreise der Bevolkerung benutzten Miinzen, woriiber zahl-
reiche Einzelfunde von Miinzen in archdologischen Denk-
milern Zeugnis ablegen. Die Miinzen sind in 58 Denk-
milern des 10.—12. Jahrhunderts gefunden worden —
9 Burgbergen, 4 unbeiestigten Ansiedlungen, 45 Grab-
stitten. Die Funde in Burgbergen und Ansiedlungen und
die Funde in Grabstitten sind von unterschiedlicher Kate-
gorie. Wahrend man in Burgbergen und unbefestigten
Ansiedlungen hauptsichlich Miinzen findet, die als Sil-
bergeld benutzt worden waren, dienten die in Grabstatten
gefundenen Miinzen groBtenteils als Schmuckgegen-
stiinde. Die in Burgbergen und Ansiedlungen gefundenen
Miinzen teilt man in zwei Gruppen ein — Schatzfunde
und Einzelfunde. Die Einzelfunde sind wiederum in
Zahlungssilbermiinzen und Schmuckmiinzen eingeteilt.
Diese Miinzen gehéren zur Kategorie der Verluste. Ver-
luste von Miinzen (sie wurden ziemlich selten verloren)
lassen .annehmen, daB sie bei der Bevdlkerung in genii-
gendem MaBe vorhanden waren. Bei Ausgrabungen wur-
den vier Schatzfunde gehoben, von denen der grote im
Burgberg Aizkraukle gefunden war. Er besteht aus
190 westeuropiischen Miinzen und einer silbernen arm-
bandihnlichen Spirale. Der zweitgroBte Schatzfund ist
in dem Burgberg Daugmale gehoben worden, er besteht aus
einem aus etwa fiinfzig westeuropiischen Miinzen zusam-
mengeschmolzenen Stiick. Der dritte, verhiltnismaBig
kleine Schatzfund aus fiinf Denaren, wurde im Herdunter-
bau in der Siedlung Salaspils Laukskola gehoben. Der
vierte Schatzfund — der aus den Schmuckmiinzen beste-
hende — wurde wihrend der Ausgrabungen von Grab-
stitte Reznes gehoben. i -

Das erste Kapitel enthilt eine Ubersicht iber Miinz-
funde in archiologischen Denkmilern der Kuren, Sem-
galler, Liven, Lettgaller, Selen, dazu eine numismatische
Analyse (Chronologie, Bestand) fiir jedes einzelne Denk-
mal und eine Bestimmung der moglichen Wege, auf de-
nen die Miinzen dorthin gelangt sind. Die grofite Kon-
zentration von Miinzfunden ist im mittleren Teil Lett-
lands zu beobachten, hauptsichlich am Unterlauf der
Daugava und im Stromgebiet der Gauja, also auf dem
von Daugava- und Gaujaliven besiedelten Territorium.
Das bezieht sich besonders auf den Landstrich am Unter-
lauf der Daugava von der Insel Dole bis Ikskile.



Hier sind Miinzen in 14 Denkmilern gefunden worden,
und zwar in zehn Grabstitten, einem Burgberg und drei
Siedlungen. In Grabstitten sind hier 188 Miinzen gefun-
den worden, in Burgbergen und Siedlungen 139. Der-
art reichhaltipe Funde zeugen von der wichtigen Rolle
dieses Gebiets im Transithandel {iber die Daugava und
im inneren Handel auf dem Territorium Lettlands.

Zahlreiche Funde von Miinzen und livischen Denkmii-
lern sind fluBaufwirts entlang der Daugava von Ikskile
bis Aizkraukle gemacht worden. Beziiglich der Kon-
zenftration von einzelnen Miinzfunden ist gleich nach der
Daugava das Stromgebiet der Gauja bemerkenswert,
das von Gaujaliven und Lettgallern (am Oberlauf) be-
siedelt war. Es ist offensischtlich, da Miinzen vornehm-
lich in livischen archiologischen Denkmilern zu finden
sind. Dabei ist es natiirlich nicht zu {ibersehen, daB die
Mehrzahl der Miinzen in den livischen Denkmilern als
Schmuck diente — darin AuBerte sich eine bestimmte
ethnische Eigenart der Liven: ihre Vorliebe zum Tragen
zahlreicher Schmuckanhinger, darunter auch solcher aus
Miinzen. Das dritte Gebiet der Miinzfunde ist das Strom-
ebiet der Lielupe, in dem hauptsichlich Funde von Dir-
1ems bekannt sind; westeuropidische Miinzen sind dort
viel seltener. Die Konzentration von Miinzfunden in den
erwahnten drei Landstrichen zeugen von ihrem Gewicht
un der Wirtschaft Lettlands. Solche grofe Handels- und
Handwerkszentren, frithstidtische befestigte Ansiedlun-
gen wie Daugmale, Aizkraukle, MeZotne spielten eine be-
deutende Rolle in Transit- und Lokalhandel.

Die Gebiete der groften Konzentration von Schatzfun-
den und die Konzentration von Einzelfunden in Denkmi-
lern sind nicht immer identisch. Wihrend die Schatz-
funde kufischer Dirhems vornehmlich in der Umgebung
von Grobina und am Unterlauf der Daugava gefunden
wurden, sind Dirhems in archiologischen Denkmiilern
auch entlang der ganzen Daugava bis Dignaja und
im Stromgebiet der Gauja und Lielupe gefunden worden.
Folglich lassen die Einzelfunde von Miinzen auf eine viel
groBere Verbreitung des kufischen Dirhems in Lettland
schlieBen, als es auf Grund des Schatzfundmaterials
moglich gewesen wire. Dariiber hinaus sind die Haupt-
verkehrswege klarer gekennzeichnet, auf denen die Sil-
bermiinzen nach Lettland gelangten. Die Verbreitungsge-
biete der westeuropdischen Denare — sowohl deren aus
Schatzfunden, als auch deren aus Einzelfunden — sind
im wesentlichen identisch, mit Ausnahme des westlichen
Teiles Lettlands (von der Aiviekste nach Osten und
Nordosten). In diesem Gebiet sind Miinzfunde in archio-
logischen Denkmalern so gut wie unbekannt. Nur in drei
an der Daugava liegenden Burgbergen — Asote, Jersika,
Dignaja — sind Miinzen gefunden worden. In den
Grabstitten des ostlichen Teiles Lettlands gibt es keine
Miinzen, obwohl bekanntlich dort zum Wiegen
von Miinzsilber bestimmte Waagen und Gewichte ge-
funden worden sind. Was die Schatzfunde anbelangt, so
sind sie hier in recht grofler Anzahl gehoben worden, wo-
bei diese Schatzfunde meistenteils reichhaltig sind. Das
sind die Schatzfunde von EversmuiZa, Rezvov, Livanu
Straumes, Vipes Klaukava, Livani, Maka%éni. Es ist zu be-
ritcksichtigen, daB das erwihnte Gebiet vorlaufig noch
ungeniigend erforscht ist, besonders im Vergleich mit sol-
chen gut erforschten Gebieten wie das am Unterlauf der
Daugava und das Stromgebiet der Gauja. Neue Forschun-
gen konnen die Erkenntnisse berichtigen und bereichern.

Die Analyse der Miinzfunde aus archiologischen Denk-
milern hat erwiesen, dafl das Material der Ausgrabun-
gen im wesentlichen mit dem der Schatziunde identisch
ist. In den erwihnten Funden sind fast alle Linder ver-
treten, aus denmen im 9.—I12. Jahrhundert nach dem
Territorium Lettlands Miinzsilber gelangte: der Orient,
Byzanz, Deutschland, England, Ddnemark, Ungarn. Eine
zahlenmiBig ziemlich grofle Gruppe von Funden bilden
kufische Dirhems (130 Miinzen). In den Funden sind
Miinzen aller vier Umlaufperioden des Dirhems in Ost-
europa vertreten. Zur dritten Periode gehért die iiberwie-
gend grofte Zahl der Miinzen. Der grofite Teil der Dir-
hems ist in archidologischen Denkmilern des 10. und
der ersten Hilite des 11. Jahrhunderts gefunden worden.
Byzantinische Miliarense sind in Schatzfunden Lettlands
bisher nicht gefunden worden, aber es gibt 24 Einzel-
funde. Byzantinische Miliarense gelangten erstmalig auf
das Territorium Lettlands hochstwahrscheinlich in der
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ersten Hilfte des 10. Jahrhunderts, aber ihr groBter Zu-
strom fillt auf das ausgehende 10. und beginnende
11. Jahrhundert, die Regierungszeit Basil II und
Konstantins VIII (976—1025). Der Hauptweg, auf dem
dic Miinzen nach dem Territorium Lettlands gelangten,
fiihrte von Osten iiber die Daugava, aber einige Miinzen
konnten aui Umwegen auch aus westlicher Richtung ge-
kommen sein, und zwar iiber Gotland zusammen mit
westeuropiischen Denaren und Dirhems.

In der Gruppe westeuropiischer Miinzen wie auch in
den Schatzfunden sind vorwiegend deutschen Denare
vorhanden. Thre hauptsichliche Masse, ebenso wie in den
Schatzfunden, stammt aus der ersten Hillte — Mitte des
Il. Jahrhunderts (30er—60er Jahre). Es gibt auch De-
nare, die Ende des 1l.—Anfang des 12. Jahrhunderts
gepriagt sind. Schatzfunde aus der Zeit nach den 80er
Jahren des 11. Jahrhunderts sind in Lettland nicht be-
kannt, und nur Funde spiiterer Miinzen in archiologi-
schen Denkmilern zeugen von einem beschrankten Zu-
strom der Denare bis zum Ende des 12. Jahrhunderts.
Was die Gruppe englischer Miinzen anbelangt, so verfii-
en wir iiber neue Angaben iiber die Zeit ihres beginnen-
Sen Eintreffens auf das Territorium Lettlands. Am hiu-
figsten gelangten sie nach Lettland im ersten Viertel des
1. Jahrhunderts. In Schatzfunden sind sie bis zum zwei-
ten Viertel des 11. Jahrhunderts anzutreifen; das Aus-
grabungsmaterial hat diese Grenze bis zum ersten Viertel
des 12. Jahrhunderts vorgeriickt. Das Ausgrabungsmale-
rial ermoglichie neue Angaben auch iiber die danischen
Miinzen: die friihesten dénischen Denare gelangten nach
Lettland im ersten Viertel des 11. Jahrhunderts, zur Zeit
der Regierung von Cnuts, die spitesten Ende des 11.—
erste Hilfte des 12. Jahrhunderts, in der Regierungszeit
von Harold Hein, Oluf Hunger, Erik Lam. Das lettische
numismatische Material wurde um eine neue Gruppe von
Miinzen bereichert — grobe Nachahmungen westeuropai-
scher Denare aus dem 11. Jahrhundert. Da solche Miin-
zen auf anderen Territorien nicht vorhanden waren und
das Niveau des Juwelierhandswerks in Lettland damals
hoch war, ist anzunehmen, daBl diese Miinzennachahmungen
lokaler Herkunft sind. Das unzureichende Material gestat-
tet nicht, die genaue Herkunft dieser Miinzen festzustellen
sowie ijhre Rolle im Geldumlauf Lettlands im 11.—12,
Jahrhundert aufzukldren. Solche Miinzen erscheinen wahr-
scheinlich in der zweiten Hilite — Ende des 11. Jahrhun-
derts, als der Zustrom westeuropiischer Denare sich ver-
ringert hatte; das kann ein Grund fiir die Entstehung der
erwdhnten Nachahmungen gewesen sein.

Alle Miinzen in Grabstitten sind in zwei Gruppen
eingeteilt: Schmuckmiinzen und Ritualmiinzen. Die erste
Gruppe ist die zahlreichste. Insgesamt sind 275 Miin-
zenanhdnger der gegebenen Zeitspanne bekannt, davon
196 in Grabstitten, 49 in Siedlungen und 30 in Schatz-
funden. Die Nutzung von Miinzen als Schmuck ist eine
ziemlich weit verbreitete Erscheinung in Denkmailern Ost-
europas des frilhen Mittelalters. In gewissem Mafle war
das eine Folge der niedrigen Entwicklungsstufe der
Geldverhilinisse in diesem Zeitabschnitt. In Schmuck-
utensilien verwandelt, wurden die Miinzen nicht mehr zu
ihrem eigentlichen Zweck als Zahlungsmittel verwendet.
AuBerdem spielt auch die Tatsache eine wichtige Rolle,
daB die Miinzen an und fiir sich eigenartige
Kunsterzeugnisse waren, die dank ihrer Form und
GroBe leicht in  Schmuck verwandelt werden konn-
ten. Die frilhesten Schmuckanhinger sind im Schatz-
fund Libagi Saraji aus der Mitte des 9. Jahrhunderts
festgestellt worden; es ist anzunehmen, daB zu diezer Zeit
die ersten einzelnen Miinzschmuckanhidnger in Lettland
aufkamen. Es ist durchaus méglich, da diese frithen
Miinzanhinger auf das entsprechende Territorium schon
durchléchert und in Schmuck verwandelt eingetroffen
sind. Untersuchungen der Chronologie der Miinzanhéinger,
Analysen von Fallen des Zusammentreffens von Miinzen
in einer Grabstitte, Vergleiche mit Schatzfundmaterial

lieBen das erste Viertel des 10. Jahrhunderts — die Pe-
riode regen Zustromes kufischer Dirhems nach dem
Territorium Lettlands — als Zeitpunkt der beginnenden

Verwendung von Miinzen als Schmuck annehmen. Die
Dirhems fanden lingere Zeit als Schmuckanhinger Ver-
wendung, als es mit abendlindischen Denaren der Fall
war. Am hédufigsten ist Miinzschmuck in livischen archéo-
logischen Denkmilern anzutreffen, insbesondere in
solchen der Daugavaliven. In 20 livischen Grabslitlen
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sind 183 Miinzanhinger gefunden worden. Eine solche
Vielzahl von hier vorhandenen Funden ist oifenbar mit
zweierlei Faktoren zu erkldren. Vor allen Dingen ist es
der 6konomische Faktor: in der Gegend am Unterlauf der
Daugava waren am héufigsten Silbermiinzen anzutreffen
und, da sie reichlich vorhanden waren, konnten sie auch
hiufiger in Schmuck verwandelt werden. Der zweite, nicht
minder wichtige Faktor ist, wie schon erwihnt, eine ethni-
sche Eigenart der finnischen Stimme, die sich in ihrer Vor-
licbe zum Tragen zahlreicher Schmuckanhénger aduBerte,
Die Miinzanhinger wurden mit Hilfe von Osen befestigt.
Dazu wurden vornehmlich scheibenartige angenietete
gerade Osen aus Bronze verwendet. Viel seltener wurden
die Miinzen mit Hilfe wvon Drahlosen befestigt.
Silberne Osen sind haufiger bei frithen  Miinzen
anzutreffen, aber sie kdnnen nicht als sicheres Anzeichen
einer frilhen Chronologie des Schmuckes dienen, da sil-
berne Osen auch an Miinzen spiterer Pragung anzu-
treffen sind.

Die zweite, zahlenmiBig kleine Miinzengruppe in Grab-
stitten bilden Ritualmiinzen. Hierzu gehéren Miinzen,
die als «Totenobolus» ins Grab gelegt wurden, als Be-
rufsattribut des Beerdigten (z. B. eines mit Handel ver-
bundenen) sowie auch Miinzen, die in rituellen Gruben
auf dem Territorium von Friedhdéfen gefunden wurden.

Ein «Totenobolus» ist auf dem Territorium Lettlands
erstmals in Grabstitten des 2.—4. Jahrhunderts in Siid-
kurzeme und Vidzeme festgestellt worden. Spiter findet
man Miinzen als «Totenobolus» auf dem Territorium Lett-
lands um die Wende des 10./11. Jahrhunderts, aber
hauptsiichlich sind sie in Grabstitten des 11. Jahrhun-
derts anzutreffen. Das hidngt mit dem beginnenden mas-
senweisen Umlauf von Silbermiinzen und der sich daraus
ergebenden Vorstellung zusammen, da Miinzen auch im
Jenseits vonndten sein. In Lettland ist der «Totenobo-
lus» an hiufigsten bei den baltischen Finnen — den Dau-
gavaliven — anzutreffen und ist nur in zwei Grabstitten
der Lettgaller gefunden worden. Es ist anzunehmen,
dal bei der Verbreitung dieses Brauches ein gewisser
skandinavischer EinfluB wirksam gewesen ist. Wie be-
kannt, hat sich die im Grunde genommen baltisch-fin-
nische materielle Kultur der Liven unter bestimmtem
EinfluB der skandinavischen Kultur entwickelt. In der
gleichen Zeit ist der «Totenobolus» in Grabstitten an
der Ostkiiste Schwedens festgestellt worden. Das Wesen
dieses Ritus entsprang in allen Zeiten augenscheinlich
der primitiven Furcht des Menchen vor dem Verstorbe-
nen, dem Wunsch, sich seines Wohlwollens zu versichern
und ihn mit allem fiir das Leben im Jenseits Noiwendi-
gen zu versorgen: mit Werkzeug, Walfen, Schmuck,
Speise und spiter auch mit Miinzen, mit denen all das
zu erwerben war.

Die Miinzen, die als Altribut des kaufminnischen Be-
rufes ins Grab gelegt wurden, sind eine gewisse Abart
der Ritualmiinzen in Grabstitten. Richtiger wire es, diese
Untergruppe von Miinzen zu einer besonderen, dritten
Gruppe zuzuordnen, unter Beriicksichtigung der spezifi-
schen Bestimmung dieser Miinzen: sie wurden wohl
darum Kaufleuten ins Grab gelegt, um ihnen die Mog-
lichkeit zu geben, auch im Jenseits ihre kaufmannische
Tatigkeit fortzusetzen, und auflerdem findet man fast
immer zusammen mit diesen Miinzen auch Waagen und
Gewichte. Von 12 datierten Gribern von Kaufleuten mit
Miinzen stammt die Mehrzahl aus dem 11. Jahrhundert
und nur zwei Griber aus der Wende des 11. und
12. Jahrhunderts, ein Grab aus dem 12. Jahrhundert,
Es muB auch noch eine Kategorie von Miinzfunden in
Grabstitien erwihnt werden, und zwar Miinzen in ri-
tuellen Gruben, Rituelle Gruben mit Opfergaben gibt
es in den Grabstitten Doles-Raugi, Doles-Vampenie$i I und
II, Salaspils-Laukskola. Sie sind im Zusammenhang mit

den Bestattungsriten der Liven entstanden. Es ist gut
moglich, daf die Miinzen in diesem Fall ebenso wie an-
dere Gegenstinde die Bedeutung von Schitzen hatten,
die den Gottern geopfert wurden, das heiit, sie waren
sakralen Charakters.

Die bei Ausgrabungen gefundenen Miinzen bilden den
Ausgangspunkt fiir die absolute Datierung sowohl des
gesamten auchiologischen Denkmals als auch einzelner
Typen von Gegenstinden. Von besonderer Bedeutung ist
die Datierung geschlossener Komplexe, hauptséchlich von
Grabstitten, da die Datierung solcher isolierten und
gleichzeitigen Komplexe immer sicherer als die Datie-
rung offener Schichten war. Da die Methode numisma-
tischer Datierung noch bedeutend entwickelt werden mu8,
ist das in archaologischen Denkmilern Lettlands gefun-
dene reichhaltige Material von beachtlichem Interesse.
Die Erforschung von Fillen gegenseitigen Vorhanden-
seins von Miinzen in Grabstatten, Vergleiche mit Schatz-
fundmaterialien lieBen einige GesetzmiBigkeiten aufdek-
ken, die bei der Datierung der Grabstitten in Betracht
zu ziehen sind. Der Miinzenschmuck konnte natiirlich
nicht unbegrenzte Zeit getragen werden. In Zeiten des
intensivsten Zustromes von Miinzen wurden sie in ge-
steigertem Mafi in Schmuck verwandelt und gerieten in
Grabstatten. Als der Zustrom von Miinzen versiegte,
versehwand auch die Tradition, sie als Schmuck zu tra-
gen. Fiir Dirhems war die Zeitspanne ihrer Benutzung
als Schmuck ldnger als fiir westeuropiische Denare. Die
Differenz zwischen der unteren und der oberen Grenze
der Nutzung von Dirhems umfaBit anderthalb Jahrhun-
derte — vom Beginn des 10. Jahrhunderts bis zur Mitte
des 11. Jahrhunderts. Aus westeuropiischen Miinzen
gefertigter Schmuck wurde eine viel kiirzere Zeitspanne
getragen —im Laufe eines halben Jahrhunderts; die Dif-
ferenz zwischen Miinzen in einer Grabstitte betrigt 10—
30—40 und nur selten 50 Jahre. Die Bestimmung der an-
nihernden Gebrauchzeit der Miinzen 1d8t auch feststellen,
wie genau die Datierung nach Schmuckmiinzen ist, die fiir
westeuropédische Denare grofler sein wird. Genauere An-
gaben fiir die Zeitbestimmung konnen Ritualmiinzen in
Grabstitten geben. Aus den in Schatzfunden enthaltenen
Materialien ist zu entnehmen, daB es fiir Silbergeld eine
bestimmte obere Grenze seiner Nutzung gegeben hat.
Miinzschmuck konnte man noch einige Zeit benutzen,
nachdem der Zustrom von Miinzen — sowohl kufischer
Dirhems als auch westeuropdischer Denare — aufge-
hért hatte; die Ritualmiinzen degegen sind aus dem Um-
lauf der entsprechenden Periode gleichsam herausgefal-
len, und darum kann die Datierung nach diesen Miinzen
praziser sein.

Die bei numismatischer Datierung von Grabstitten
crhaltenen Erkenntnisse miissen immer mit typologischen
Angaben verglichen werden (besonders fiir Schmuck-
miinzen). Hierzu ist beriicksichtigen, daB typologische Datie-
rungen von Gegenstinden letzten Endes durch abso-
lute Angaben von Miinzen begriindet sind. Aber der
Vergleich numismatischer und tvpologischer Datierungen
gibt die Moglichkeit, Fehler in Datierungen aufzudecken,
laBt absolute Datierungen der typologischen Reihe iiber-
Bru[en, gibt die Méglichkeit, festzustellen, wie genau die

atierungen in Abhangigkeit von verschiedenen Funktio-
nen der Miinzen sind.

_Die Systematisierung des gesamten auf dem Territo-
rium Lettlands gefundenen numismatischen und Schatz-
fundmaterials lieB den Bestand des Miinzenumlaufs
im 9.—12. Jahrhundert aufkliren, die hauptsichlichen
Wege und Zeitpunkte des Eintreffens von Miinzsilber
feststellen, die Besonderheiten verschiedener Kategorien
von Minzfunden in archiologischen Denkmilern auf-
zeigen.
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
