Antiquities of the Amur River Area

The history of the peeples who lved in the basin of the upper and middle Amur many and mane years ago is rich and interesting. But we can
not read it in the ancient freatises and records. Thousands of years buried the ancient Nife in the layers of earth having hidden the older -
fortresses and settiements, workshops and churches. The time is cruel to the things made by the human but it is not all-powerful. Remained
remnaats of the culture of vanished from the historical area peoples are often the only witnesses of their lives and at the same time the keys
to the mysteries of the many medern peoples’ origin and development. Archeologists have the special skills allowing them
to understand the ancient seurces that do net have any inscriptions on them but are only fragments of the ancient cuitures.

The written monuments tell us about the history of our region in details beginning only from the middie of the 19th century when the first
mmiummmmmmmummwnmmnmemestusmm
modern peoples came to the rivers of Amur and Zeya (as the spedialists think).

The scientists discovered the first archeological monuments on the teritory of the Amurskaya Oblast in the 40s of the 19th century. The
purposeful researches of the region by academic expeditions began in 1954, when the future academician A.P. Okladnikov investigated the left
bank of the Amur River starting from Sretensk till Blagoveschensk. Later under his leadership and then under the leadership of academician
A.P. Derevyanko many scientists weorked om the territory of the Amurskaya Oblast, among them are E.l. Derevyanko,
V.E. Larichev, Al. Mazin, N.N. Zabelina, E.V. Shavkunova, A.l. Martynov, V.V. Sukhikh, S.V. Glinskii, V.I. Boldin, A.L. Iviiev, 6.L. Silantiev,
S.P. Nesterov, A.V. Grebenschikov, V.N. Zenin, P.V. Volkov, N.N. Zaitsev, V.6. Petrov, S.V. Alkin, A.6. Rybalko, the authors, and others.

The most ancient monuments of the Amurskaya Oblast are world known sites of Kumary, Ust-Tu, Filimoshki, that are referred to the early
palaeollllit.Buueynshgemmamhﬂnmmmmermmmmm_mconstantpopmtinnonthe
banks of the Amur and Zeya Rivers and their iributaries appeared in the upper Palaeolithic (about 40 thousand years ago). Several sites from
that time are known and the Selemdjinskaya archeological cuiture has been distinguished. At that period of time people hunted much. Near
the settiemest of Alexandrovka a hunting camp was discovered where about 18 thousand years ago the ancient people cut the mammoth. The
latest researches showed that in the final of Palaeolithic in the Far East earthenware appeared for the very first time in

the world. One of the sites that gave the unigue fragments of the ancient vessels is Ust-Ulma.



In the Neolithic period the most serious epochal changes occurred in the life of the Amur peoples. Cultures, pace of development, forming of
the peoples depended directly on the economy types that were dictated by the Nature. In the Amurskaya Oblast in the pre-Industrial period
three natural-economic zones were distinguished: flood-lands agriculture (Upper and Middle Amur, Zeya), seftied fishermen (Lower
Amur), and migrating hunters (taiga zones, Amur's and Zeya's tributaries). :

Neolithic began early on the Amur River, more than 10 thousand years ago. In the flood-lands of the middle Amur Novopetrovskaya culture was
discovered. In this culture 95% of the tools were made of thin stone plates 15 and more centimeters long. The Novopetrovskil people lived in
earth-houses 70-90 cm deepened into the ground to keep the houses warm. The successors of the Novopetrovskii people were tribes of the
Osinovoye Ozero culture. They were first in the region to master agriculture. They worked the land with the stone hoe and grew millet. The
taiga zone and partly the Rivers of Amur and Zeya were inhabited by the tribes of Novogramatukhinskii culture. They were hunters who by
time learnt fishing. They lived in light dwellings that looked like tents of skins of modern northern peoples. The growth of population in the
agricultural zone and active migration of hunters resuited in frequent contacts between the representatives of different cultures, and this can

be seen in the archeological materials.

Till today we did not manage to distinguish the culture of Bronze Age. There is an opinion that the ancient inhabitants of the Amur River Area
moved directly from the stone tools to the use of borrowed from the outside iron tools. Later they began to produce iron tools themselves. It
can be explained by the lack of any resource base for bronze metallurgy. iron Age began in the Amur River Area more than three thousand
years ago. The most ancient culture of the early iron Age is Urilskaya Culture. But its origin is not discovered completely.

It is possible to suppose that Uril people are migrants who came to the Upper and Middle Amur from the southern parts of the Far East or
Manjuriya. But it is well known that they inhabited the flood-lands as well as taiga tributaries of the biggest rivers. Many Uril monuments were
dug out on the left bank of the Bureya River, a left tributary of the Amur River. The Uril people lived in the flood-lands, knew agricuiture,
hunted and fished much. Sometimes they painted their earthenware in red, but more often decorated them with complicated

moulded or cut ornament.

The second half of the st millenium, the time when the described events took place, is very special for the Far East Region. In the end of the
7th century in the southern part of the today's Primorye and Manjuriya the state of Bokhal appeared. It was established by the tribes related
tohemmmmhsofuemdBﬂﬁmuﬁeMdtﬁem;ﬂvﬂ,Mﬂmmlhwalhihnencewasnodwbtstmg.

Till the 13th century the ancestors of the Duchery people were a part of the Mongol people, but
tneyhiuhmmemmMuiseﬂhdmmmm.mreasunoftlﬂsisstllamystery.Tnereareonlysomehypotllesizes.ﬂne
of them says that the Duary people were the descendants of Chingis Chan occupation troops, the other supposes that one part of the Mongol
people had to leave the native lands because of the climatic changes. After coming to the Amur River the Mongol tribe met the descendants
of the Mokhe people and adopted the agricultural skills from them. The mutual living of the Mongol language speaking Daury people and
Tungus people led to the forming of a specific culture called the Viadimirovskaya cuiture.

By their economy and life style the Duary and Duchery people were close. The grew rye, wheat, barley, oats, millet, buckwheat; planted
cucumbers, poppy, garlic, beans, peas, water melons, and melons. In the orchards they cuitivated apple trees, pear trees, and hazelnuts. The
developed agriculture greatly distinguished the Amur River Area from non-agricultural Siberia. Having visited the Amur River E.P. Khabarov
wrote about "arable and pasturable lands” in admiration.

in the 20th century the archeological researches allowed to slightly open the mysteries of the Amur history and draw rough contours of its
peoples' development. But annual expeditions resuit in new discoveries, which significantly correct and sometimes require rewriting of some
pages of the area history. Openings of new archeological cuitures allow to describe unknown periods of some peoples’ history and sometimes
tell us about the peoples whose names are not preserved in the historical annals.
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
