Introduction

This publication prolongs a series of the catalogues of the Russian medieval coins produced from the silver wire. It
takes in a period from the government of Tsar Ivan IV to the reign of the Tsar Peter Alexeevich and is devoted to the
period of the reign of the Tsar Mikhail Fedorovich Romanov (1613 - 1645 ). The task of this edition, as a preceding one
(1), is a precise and general description of the bibliographical data with some addition of the results of our own
investigations and an attempt to produce a comprehensive well illustrated manual for amateurs - collectors of coins of
this very difficult section of the Russian numismatic.

As the base of our catalogue we have used the monograph of Dr. F.S. Melnikova «The Russian coins from Ivan The
Terrible to Peter the Great» (2). : _

This catalogue includes the coins minted by the name of the Tsar Mikhail Fedorovich in the state mint and the
forgery minted in Russia and out. _

The Mikhail Fedorovich® coins are dividsd into the groups according to their face value, mint and special issue. Each
group has its own numeration of averse and reverse. In the cases where the averse or reverse was used also in the
following issues the corresponding number of the stamp is marked with an asterisk *. For more convenient using the
catalogue is based on the continuous numeration of all coins. The numeration of this catalogue prolongs the numeration
of preceding one (1).

Such system gives two kind of coins’ designation: the first - ordinal, second - group’s number and the correlation of
averse and reverse in the parentheses,

For designation of only one side of the coins we give the corresponding group and number of averse or reverse stamp
after the point. Unimportant differences of the sides - the result of reengraving - have the same number with litera «a»
(for ex. averse 1.9 and 1.9a).

In some cases the images of the defective stamps have unchanged numeration. In addition to the basic tables for each
coins’ groups we give the sketches of minted correlation, they tell on the successit;n of appearance of coins types. The
numbers at the foot of the sketch correspond to the numbers of averse stamps in the corresponding group of basic table,
the numbers at the top - to the reverse stamps. The correcting lines correspond to the coin’ types. -

There are ten levels of rarity here: | - the coin is known only in some examples; Il - extremely rare coin; Il -
very rare coin; IV - V - rare coin; VI- IX - uncommon coin. The last tenth level corresponds to the most common
coin and it is not specially indicated. , v

The stamp technique of Russian medieval coins and the coin defects are described in Introduction of the first
catalogue ( 1.p. 6 ).
' The degrees of coin conservation
I. The best: more then 2/3 averse and reverse stamp space, without stamp defects and sore spot, the space is smooth.
2. Good: 1/2 stamp space, without stamp defects and sore spot, or more then 2/3 space, but with little sore spot, the

little defects are possible, without corrosion.
3. Satisfactory: without sore spot, 1/3 stamp space or a big space with big defects.
4. Bad condition - big sore spot, big defects. ]
A circle near the number is for the amateurs - collectors’ convenience. It should be shade by the sectors according to

the coin conservation. -

Moscow mint

In November 1613 the Moscow mint renewed its work. The temporary mints - Yaroslavsky and Moscow were
closed. At the same time the Swedes were in Novgorod, and the Pskov mint had not possibility to work well because of
the distraction. In 1613 only Moscow mint (2, p. 158) served a coin circulation of Russia. From this time the coins were
mind by 3-4 rouble step and with weight of kopeck 0,51 g. The real weight of kopeck was 0,49 - 0,50 g. The standard
was saved immutably high - 960 (2, p.158). The Moscow mint renewed a coinage of younger nominal - dengas and
polushkas. A.S. Melnikova picks out in the kopeck coinage of Moscow mint five periods, which reflects the coinage
development in 1/2 XVIl century: 1 - 1613 - 1617; 2 - 1618 -1625; 3 - 1626 - 1635; 4 - 1636 - 1643 and 5 -
1644 - 1645 (2.p. 161).

The end of the first period, 1617 year, get to the opening of Novgorod and Pskov mint. The beginning of the third
period, 1626 year. is linked with the weight lowering of kopeck, fixed by the writing source ( from one grivenkas of
silver were coined not 400, but 425 kopecks).
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The coining of Moscow mint was opened by the couple of fine stamps (Ne328). On the averse stamp we can see the

word divided into two parts - MOC/KBA instead of the mark of mint. Later already 3 averse stamps had a word
«Moscow» under a horse (MOCK/BA - 1.5, and MO/CKBA on 1.6 and 1.7). The another stamps had the letters (‘/MO.
MO, M or monogram O/M (1.4, 1.8,1.9, 1.10) as a designation of the mint. The horseman was depicted on the horse
going on foot, or on the galloping horse. The old stamps were also used: averse 1.2 and reverse 1.2 stamps of the
temporary Moscow mint (I, Ne 323), averse stamp with mark corrected from C/AP to C/MO.

The counter-stamps of the first period of coining can be divided to the two type of Jegend: the Tsar name was written
as « Muxanaw» or as « Muxanno» moreover the second type became the more useful.

The 5 lines’ legend was typical peculiarity of the first type. The legend of the second type has 6 lines. Two stamps of
the second type 1.5 and 1.12 (counter-stamp 1.2 was made on the temporary court, and the stamp 1.5a - was done a new
from the stamp 1.5 ) had in exception only § lines legend. In addition the denga’s counter-stamps 1.7 and 1.8 with
brief legend : «Tsar and Grand Prince Mikhail» were also used.

Outwardly the kopecks of the second period were changed a lot. A traditional mark of Moscow mint - monogram
O/M became firmly established on the averse side. The too averse stamps kept the old designation - letter M on [.12
and word «MOCKBA» on L.16. As before the horseman was some time on the galloping some time on the going on
foot horse. The legend, writing was uniform - they take to the second type with the word «Muxanno». An abundance of
variants of letter’s writing and its place on the legend lines little by little were changed by the uniform stamp series.
According to A.S. Melnikova opinion the changé in details of the kopeck’s design was linked with another important
innovation: from the 1618 year the coin weight starts to fill. The normative weight came down from 0,51 g durit;g the
first period to 0.49 g by the end the second one. This reduction was directed at the treasury’s replenishment. The coin's
standard remained high as before - 960 - and uniform (2, p.167). ,

In 1626 (the beginning of the third period of Moscow coining) the Moscow mint was at the jurisdiction of Big
Treasury's command (prikaz). In the 1626 - 1627 years Novgorod and Pskov mints stopped working. All coining was
concentrated in one center - on the Moscow mints (2,p.175). The centralization of monetary affair not only provided the
market with uniform, standard and valuable money, but gave the possibility of manipulation with coin value (2, p.176).
In 1626 the normative weight came down to 0,48 g (actual weight - 0,46-0,47 g). The standard also was changed. The
coin standards after 1626 years - 960, 925, 916, 900, 875 are the same as the taler standard of XVI-XVII centuries,
which were the raw material for Russian money (2, p.174).

It was also coin design, which picked out the money poor quality and low weight (2, p.175). The word «Mocksa»
reappeared on the averse stamps - as MOC/KBA (1.24) and OC/MK (1.25) - with an addition of letters K and Llon
each side (probably brief KHS3b and LIAPb). On the stamp 1.22 with traditional signification of Moscow mint in from
of horse head the letters O and B were placed. The meaning of which is not clear yet now. The rest of stamps had the
sing O/M without some addition and alteration. But they were characterized by lifeless and reserved style (2, p.173).

The denga counter-stamp was used in kopeck coinage again - 1.34. The coins of the third period (1626-1635) have
worse safety when the coins of preceding periods. Probably it can be linked with a worsening of silver standard and, as a
result, with a reduction of its plastic.

In the fourth period of Moscow coinage only monogram O/M was used for mint signification, which became firmly
established on the kopecks until the end of the century (2, p.177).

The counter-stamps 1.40, 1.41, 1.42 and 1.44 were made like the legend of the preceding period (with inscription

«Muxauno»). but the subsequent stamps had a design of the second type (with name inscription as «Muxauno»).
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The image standardization was reached during the fifth period of Moscow coinage. On the all counter-stamps (1.34-
38) the image was from standard details (separately-cloak, horse man body, his head, horse head, different details of the
clothes ets). The three stamps (1.35, 37, 38) later took part in the coinage of the first years of the reign the Tsar Mikﬁail
Fedorovich.

The counter-stamps saved a style of last stamps of the preceding period, as an exception - stamp 1.54 with obsolete
inscription of letter B in the Tsar’s patronymic.

By the end of reign of the Tsar Mikhail Fedorovich the real weight of kopeck reduced to 0,45 g. The coin standard
stayed the same as in the third period of coinage (2, p.178). The diagram of stamp correlation is represented on fig. 1-3.

Novgorod mint

In 1617 after the conclusion of Stolbovski peace (in February) the coinage on the Novgorod mint was begun. The
productivity of the mint in the town distracted after the Sweden Occupation was low. In 1626/1627 the Novgorod mint
was closed after the ten years of work. Now it is know that during the work of Novgorod mint the eleven obverses - and
five counter-stamps were used. The two obverse-stamps 1.1 and 11.4 remained from the former times (1, Ne 325-327),
the rest were remade, but only one was dated 11.2 H/PKE (Novgorod/ 125 - 7125, our chronology - 1617). Another
obverse stamps had only the mintmark. The diagram of stamps’ correlation is presented on fig. 4.

Before the Stolbovski peace Pskov was in the neighborhood of the Sweden Occupants placed in Novgorod and it was
isolated from Moscow. Evidently the coinage in it was started at the same time as in Novgorod. The Pskov mint was
closed at the same time as the Novgorod one (2, p.183). The volume of the Pskov coinage was more then in The
Novgorod mint. but during the Pskov mint work only two counter-stamps were made. As the obverse were used the four
old stamps (1. NeNe 193, 119, 302, 205).

The diagram of stamp correlation is presented on fig. 5. The Pskov and Novgorod kopecks were minted by the four
ruble step and the standard of them was equal high - 960 (2, p.183). In addition to the kopecks these two mints coined

also the dengas and polushkies.

The couple of stamps [V(1-1) began the dengas coinage on the Moscow mint. The obverse-stamp has a standard

coin image - horseman with cabre. The reverse-stamp has a brief title and ruler name «Tsar and Grand Prince Mikhail.
The coin weight 1V(1-1) corresponds to the norm of four-ruble step of 1613 year (4, p.92). The counter-stamps of

kopecks were also used in the coinage as the denga stamps were used in the kopeck coinage. But in spite of the variety
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abundance the two side kopeck stamps are very rare. Later the four denga counter-stamps also were
(1V.4,7,12.28). and the two obverse-stamps (1V.2,3).

In Moscow polushka coinage by the norm of four-ruble step was started with an using of the couple of stamps V(1-
1). which were made in Vassili Shuisky rule (1, Ne 279) (5,p.295). The first issue was not a big, and the new couple of
stamps provided the most part of the polushkas V(2-2). The counter-stamp V.2 was in using with the old obverse one
V.1. The new stamps were used by the end of Mikhail Fedorovich rule. Not only Moscow mint, but Pskov and Novgorod
provincial mints coined polushkas.

On the Pskov mint worked two obverse V.3 and V.4 and one counter-stamps V.3.

On the Novgorod mint the old stamps V(1-4) made during the 1 van IV’s rule were used. The normative weight of
new polushkas was - 0,12 g. In the coinage of Novgorod polushkas the counter-stamp of kopecks [1.3 was used . It
found a type V(5-5) with an old obverse stamp.

The Sweden false coins
In 1617 the Sweden troops left Novgorod. In spite of Ladoga treaty in 20 November 1616 the Sweden brought out the

masters’ mint «Nefeodka and company» and « the coinages, which were made .... in the time of the Tsar and Grand
Prince Vasily Ivanovich of Russia» and they organized a secret coinage of Russian kopecks in Sweden (2, p.146-147).
First the Sweden false coins were made out by A.S. Melnikova (7, p. 179-193). The first Sweden false coins imitated the

coins of a free ruble step. A forgery coinage begun production of obverse-stamp V1.1 with the letters I1C under a horse.
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For the reverse sides were used the stamp VLI.1 bfrom an authentic stamp (1, Ne 271,327) of Novgorod. At the same time
a counter-stamp V1.2 with a Dmitry Ivanovich’s name was made. With an appearance of a new counter-stamp V1.3 a
false coins’ production was started, they imitated the Mikhail Fedorovich coins which were in circulation. The obverse-
stamp V1.1 and the new counter-stamp gave the most numerous type of false coins VI(1-3). The follow obverse-stamps
in generally received the mark of Moscow mint. However the Sweden false coins are more like the Novgorod denejnik in
Sweden and also a secret coinage of the false coins was organized by Yakov Delagardi - a Sweden Commander - in
Chief in Novgorod from 1611 to 1617 (2, p.150-151).

Danish faise coins

In 1619 in Denmark a coinage of silver coins was started. It was an imitation of Russian kopecks. The Danish called it
«denneng». A traditional Russian horseman with spear was on the averse side, and the name of the king Christian IV or
Russian Tsar names were on the reverse. A king decree of 5 April 1619 prescribed to the coin's master from
Copenhagen logan Post to mint a series of coins on the sum 1500 talers the Russian kopecks by sight on the basis of 48
dennengs to one taler (72 000 coins) «so alike the Russian coins, what they may be put in a Russian circulation». In 7
July 1619 the privileges on a denneng coinage were done to another coins master, Albert Dionis, a Portugal Hebrew
runaway to the Nord Europe and staid in Glukshtadt in Denmark (2, p.190). We are divided all the dennengs to the
different groups (VII, VIil, IX). The VI group, the most unnumerous keeps the coins with a weight 0,58 g - a coin’s
norm after the decree from 5 April 1619 (2, p. 192). The coins VII(1-1) and VII(1-2) were taken to the logan Post
in Copenhagen. The averse side of these coins has a sign P (first letter in Post). The reverse side is known in two
varieties and has the Mikhail Fedorovich name. The stamps of obverse sides were made by the poinsons. The VIiI group
includes the coins with the Christian IV’s name, which were taken by A.S. Melnikova also to the logan Post coinage (2,
p.191). The averse and reverse stamps were made in poinson’s technique. The obverse sides VI1I1.1-5 have the name and
the title of Danish king Christian 1V in German translated as «Dear Sir Christian IV king of Denmark» (2, p.190). The
same inscription on the obverse sides was made in Russian with fantastic type by use «XpucTnaHoc werupa, koponac
Aenmapkc» (2. p.190). The averse sides VIII.1-4 without sign under a horse combine with reverse sides of the first type,
and the averse sides with letter M combine with reverse sides of the second type. The using of the same poinsons unites
all the coins of this group. The coins of this group have a high but not uniform standard, it weight was 0,48-0.49 g (2,
p.191). '

The diagram of stamp correlation is presented on fig. 9.

Both coins with Christian [V's name, and with Russian Tsar names, united by the common stamp links were included
in the 1X group. They have the more low standard (875-900) and their weight is 0,47-0,48 g (2, p.191-2). It was Albert
Dionis coinage in Glukshtadt. The tree counter-stamps of the 1X group (IX.1,2,3) contain Christian IV's name and
title in German (9. p.13). For their preparation the poinsons were also used. But because of the low relief the minted
coins, as a rule. have the worse preservation, then the coins of the VIII group. The obverse stamps [X.1 is like the
obverse stamp V1I1.8. That why it maybe was not logan Post who minted the VIII group. The other obverse-stamps
were made by the too stamps. The Moscow Mikhail Fedorovich’s kopek 1(10-14) was set up as a model for obverse-
stamp I1X.2. The reverse-side of this kopeck was a prototype for whole series of the counter-stamps 1X.6-13, more over
the defects of Moscow kopeck (breaking letters M and X in Tsar name) were also copied. The stamps of obverse-
stamp 1X.2 had a sign under a horse and, as a rule, were also used. On some of them (IX.3 and 1X.4) the letter M
was cut out in addition. On the obverse-stamps 1X.5-10 the image of horseman was from stamp, but the letters under a
horses were made by the poinsons. The averse sides of coins without letters under a horse were so mach alike that they
don't differ. The coins letter HPCI under a horse imitated a Novgorod issue of Sweden (1, N327). For the reverse sides
the stamps with Mikhail Fedorovich's name were used (1X.13) and also with the name of Vasily Shuisky (1X.14, 15),
Boris Godunov (IX.16, 17) and Dmitry Ivanovich (IX.18).
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The diagram of stamp correlation is presented on fig. 10.

It is possible that the coinage of Russian-Danish kopecks with Christian IV name were sanctioned by the Russian
government in connection of with necessity to provide the inhabitants of Lapland - object of Russian and Danish

pretensions (2. p.171). But the order of Russian Tsars’ names on the Danish coins made them alike the false coins.

The Jarosiavl mint
The big coin group imitated the Mikhail Fedorovich Moscow kopecks were different to the common false coins by
their high quality of manufacture and the numerous stamp’s marks. It was an evidence of a coinage in one center. These
false coins were noted and attributed as a Jaroslavl mint production in the period from 1619 to 1630 (2, p.184-190).
The weight of so Kind of coins is near 0,42 g, their standard is not uniform: side by side with the coins of high 960
standard we can meet the coins of 916, 900, 875 standard (2, p.184). The coinage of these false coin masking the
Moscow kopecks of full value gave a remarkable profit. The coins of Jaroslavl coinage we divide to two groups: X and

XI . It is known two types of the X group X(1-1) and X(1-2). Only they have a sign of Jaroslavl coin mint. But we
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have good reason to suppose that these coins were not by Jaroslavi origin. In the first place they have not stamp links!
with Jaroslavl kopecks of the X1 group. In the second place the both counter-stamps X.! and X.2 by which these]
coins were minted are Moscow stamps (1.15 and [.16). Besides not only case of using Moscow mint’s coumer-stauﬁps
was not noted. It's possible that the opening of supplementary mint was planed in Jaroslavl. This obverse-stamp X.I was
prepared on the Moscow mint. There the stamp taken from it and the counter-stamps . 1.15 and 1.16 were tested. Later
the plans of govémment were changed and the Jaroslavi mint was used for the secret coinage of worse quality. That why

the obverse-stamp X.1 with the unmasking sign C/AP didn't come to Jaroslavi. The Moscow mint signs were used
there. The couple of stamps XI(1-1) opened the secret coinage on the Jaroslavl mint. One master made the obverse-
stamp and the stamp on the Jaroslavl mint in 1612-1613 years (1, Ne317). The old counter-stamps of 1613 year XI.2
and XI1.3 were used in addition (1, Ne313, Ne316) to the obverse-stamp X1.2 of Moscow mint (1.10). The new couple
of stamps XI(3-4) copies well the Moscow kdpeék 1(1-4). The old obverse-stamp of 1613 year X1.4 (1, Ne313) was
put on a work. Later the more popular Moscow type - (1-4), (9a-13), (10-14), (11-16) were copied. One part of
coinage implements was made at the high professional level, other - more rudiment and primitive. The obverse-stamps
XI1.14 and X1.26 were used in the coinage of Moscow mint (1.1 and 1.17).

The false coins

During the rule of the Tsar Mikhail Fedorovich was a peak activity of counterfeiters. The illegal coinage took place
inside and out side of the copntry. We already described the Sweden and Danish false coins. The new publication (10,
p.155-158) of write sources testifies to the coinage and import of false coins in Russia from Holland during the Mikhail
Fedorovich rule. It is impossible now to confirm these data by the numismatic material.
The coins of the XII group relate to the foreign forgery production. A.S. Melnikova identified them as the Yaroslavl
imitate kopecks (2. p.186) in spite of lack of stamps’ links between them. We can not agree to this attribution, because all
the coins minted by these stamps were made very crude as a primitive counterfeit, that was impossible on a mint.
Besides, the coin weight is very different, from 0,27 g to 0,45 g with some predominance of the coins with the weight
0.35 g These coins were minted without fixed norm, that's impossible for the mint. Now we have 9 different averse
sides and 6 different reverse sides, with correspond to the 15 type of coins. All coins of this group have the common
stamp links - an evidence of one center coinage (or one center preparation of coinage instruments). According to
A.V.Bikov. so well regulate production of false coins, functioned so longer, can be organized only inside the Moscow
state (3, p.27). Maybe they were peasants - counterfeiters from c. Korely (Keksgolm) mentioned in writing sources
minted these counterfeits in 30-th years of XVilc. (3, p.34).

An interesting group is presented by the Mikhail Fédordvich coins with an impression not only of two, as usual, but
tree or four different stamps. We can explain the appearance of reminted coins: a coins’ master received the ready coin
by accident and he utilized it as a stock. Some coin can be reminted by two stamps of new types, one stamp of old type
and second one stamp of new type or by two stamps from the same couples of stamps. In this case it is practically
impossible to distinguish recoinage from two time stroke. We know the follow recoinages of Moscow kopecks:

1) 1(1-4) is reminted in 1(3-4); 2) I(1-5a) is reminted in i(6-5a); 3) I(1-12) is reminted in 1(1-10); 4) I(1-12)is
reminted in 1(1-11); 5) I(1-16) is reminted in 1(1-21); 6) averse side not visible, reverse side 1.12 is reminted in
1(6-4): 7) averse side not visible, reverse side 1.15 is reminted in 1(12-15), in this case an impression of counter-
stamp .15 trom whole stamp is reminted by the stamp 1.15 from defective stamp; 8) averse side not visible,
reverse side 1.36 is reminted in 1(21-23); 9) averse side not visible, reverse side [.29 is reminted in 1(24-23);
10) 1(21-36) is reminted in 1(27-29);11) I(32-48) is reminted in 1(33-48).

The reminted dengas are also known 1V(1-29) in IV(1-28) (4, p-94) and polushka V(5-5) in V(5-4).
