One of the country's oldest museums, the
Armoury, houses an extensive collection of ap-
plied art by Russian and foreign masters.

The collection of ornamental weapons and
horse accoutrements used in feudal Russia is of
particular artistic and historical interest. The
objects were of importance in official Moscow
court ceremonies, such as Royal processions,
hunting parties, receptions of foreign ambas-
sadors, and troop reviews. Richard Chancellor,
an Englishman who visited Russia in the 17th
century, wrote that when he was in Moscow the
Great Prince sent two ambassadors to the King
of Poland accompanied by at least 500 horsemen;
the men and the horses were regaled in velvet
and gold brocade, studded with no small number
of pearls.

Royal hunting parties were no less splendid.
The Tsar's carriage was accompanied by boyars
riding thorough horses; the procession was led
by streltsy (soldiers) with several dozen horses
under magnificent saddles and in full "dress”
regalia. The hunting gear was manufactured by
the Armoury and the horse accoutrements by the
workshops at the royal stables.

Production at the Kremlin workshops was at
its height in the mid-17th century. Over 200 skilled
craftsmen from all over Russia, worked in the Ar-
moury alone. These past masters in metal, wood,
fabric and leather ornamentation produced objects
of amazing beauty and finesse, distinctive in style
and characteristically bright, festive and colourful.

The leading Moscow armourers were Grigory

Vyatkin, Nikita Davydov, Yevtikhy Kukhovlev, the
Luchaninovs, Vasily Titov, Pervusha Isayev,
Nikifor Kobelev and others. The weapons that

they made were particularly ornamental: the
stocks bear mother-of-pearl, bone, silver and
tortoise-shell inlays; the flintlocks are shaped
like monsters whose gaping jaws hold the flint;
the barrels have gold chiselling and are decorated

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with engraving and gold or silver plating. Their
high-quality weapons had bore barrels and solid
flintlocks.

17th-century saddlery is another characteristic
example of the Moscow ornamental art of the
period. The cantles and pommels bear orna-
mental chasing, fine filigree, bright enamels and
velvety niello; the upholstery is decorated with
embroidery, appligue and metal lace. An item of
particular beauty is the archak (a saddle with at-
tachable cushion) upholstered in green velvet
with  interweaving grass embroidery. The
embroiderers’ skilful use of silver and gold
thread of various shades and bulky plaits in com-
bination with the soft lustre of the niello made the
pieces richly ornamented.

Metal thread stitching on well-finished leather
was widely used by Russian artisans. Some

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examples include the decoration on saadaks
(bow case and arrow quiver), saddle parts and
straps. Leather stitching, a complicated and dif-
ficult job, was usually performed by men. The
saadak made of green khza (finished goat skin)
by Prokofy Andreyev and Ostafy is an item of ex-
ceptional beauty. The face stitching follows a
foliate pattern blending with figures of birds,
heraldic eagles, unicorns, lions and scenes of a
battle between a lion and a snake.

Some of the outstanding enamel art works
created by Moscow silversmiths in the 17th cen-
tury decorate weapons and horse accoutrements,
with their smooth surface covered by cloisonne
opaque enamels. Several saddles decorated by
the talented enamel artists Luka Mymrin, Larion

Afanasiev and Stepan Fyodotov are now in the
Museum'’s collection. On one of the saddles, ex-
quisite enamel ornaments cover the entire surface
of the pommel and the cantle. The same style is
used in decorating the headstalls, gunstick tubes
on pistols and rifles, gun powder boxes and
sabres.

Chasing techniques, highly developed in the
17th century, were used to create expressive
high-relief patterns on the cantles and pommels
of saddles, weapons, chains, etc., which were
also gold plated to make them even more at-
tractive. The staff of command made by Russian
armourers at the time is embellished with
beautiful chasing; the smooth gilt bands on the
pommel form patterns studded with large chased
beads.

Intricate decoration and simple forms are also
characteristic of wrought iron weapons and
riding gear. Breast and back armour plates were
often decorated with fine engraving or gold and
silver chiselling. In the latter case, deep incisions
were made on the surface of the metal to follow
the pattern needed, wherein a precious metal
wire was placed; then the product was thoroughly

worked again. Chiselling was very often used to
decorate handgun barrels, maces, axes, stirrups,
etc. "Embassy” axes, as the weapons of the
ryndy (the Tsar's bodyguards who stood watch
by the throne) were called, were made of cast
carbonik steel and decorated with gold chiselling
representing two-headed eagles under a crown,
the symbol of the Tsar's authority, and fierce
lions amid a foliate pattern.

Moscow was frequently visited by merchants
from the Orient who brought thoroughbred horses,
jewellery, spices, carpets, horse accoutrements
and swords for sale. A 17th-century Iranian
weapon, a small sword with a richly decorated
steel blade and set in fine gilt fretwork, is now in
the collection. The proportionality of the forms of
the blade and the handle and the exceptionally
fine finish testify to the skill of the Iranian ar-
mourer.

Turkey was a major trading partner of the
Moscow state. Things made by Turkish crafts-
men, jewellers, weavers and armourers, were
widely used by the Russian feudal nobility,
Turkish saddles being particularly popular.
With their broad frame, high narrow pommels

and low sloping cantle, they were comfortable
and attractive. The beautiful Turkish sabre, once
owned by Tsar Ivan Alekseyevich, is set in gold
with the plates shaped like pomegranate flowers,
multi-petal rosettes, flowers in bud and narrow
leaves and studded with large diamonds. Tur-
kish jewellers produced many zapony, or precious

plates used in the decoration of attire, church
objects, weapons and horse accoutrements. One
paperst, the breast strap of the horse harness,
made by Istanbul jewellers, is completely covered
with rectangular gold plates studded with
diamonds and rubies. Its colour pattern is sup-
plemented by pure, bright translucent green and
blue enamel. The Turkish jewellers also widely
used stones other than precious ones, including
jade, rock crystal, pink turmaline, green peridot
and bright-blue turquoise. The steel vambraces
which once belonged to the Russian boyar
F. Mstislavsky, are decorated with rubies and a
multitude of small turquoise stones; the gold
chiselling forms a large tulip pattern. Niello was
also widely used; thin niello grass blade patterns
adorn sabres, daggers, yataghans (weapons
used by Janissaries), yataghan knives, cantles
and pommels of saddles, etc.

Unique 17th and 18th-century Turkish rifles
have a beauty of their own. Their massive stocks

are inlaid with ivory, mother-of-pearl and rare
wood plates; the locks are solid and the long Da-
masque steel barrels have gold chiselling.

The collection of Chinese artifacts, if not ex-
tensive, is still of some interest. The saddles,
stirrups, bridles and horse-cloths were brought
to Moscow by N. Spafary, Russia's Minister in
Peking from 1675 to 1678. The peculiar shape
of the Chinese saddles is due to their broad low
cantles and pommels and extended frame. The
bronze and gilt cantles and pommels, and the
stirrups with round foundations and narrow arches
are decorated with fretwork and chasing depict-
ing dragons, serpents, and small flowers; they
have coloured mother-of-pearl inlays and
cloisonne ornaments. A similar decorative style
is found on Chinese sabres with their gilt, fretted
cast bronze handles.

West European weapons, bought in Holland,
Germany and ltaly, were widely used in Russia.
Many of these were gifts and offerings to the
Tsar's court. Among the ornamental horse ac-
coutrements there are also some manufactured
by German, Polish, Czech and British craftsmen
of the 17th and 18th centuries.

The German saddles are heavy and closely
follow the line of the horse's back. This was to
make it difficult to knock the knights in heavy
armour out of the saddle. High-relief embroidery
attained with cardboard padding was used for
decoration. This embroidery looks like chasing,
a technique in which German silversmiths were
also great masters. They used chased plates to
decorate pistols, rifles and horse accoutrements.
One set of chest and head straps made in Western
Europe is decorated with oval plates on which
figures of hunters are chased.

In Central Europe, mother-of-pearls plates were
often used in ornamental horse accoutrements.
Their dull lustre echoed the silvery coloration of
the metal. The decoration was also enhanced
with dark red garnets from Bohemia.

West European hunting weapons were often
decorated with chasing, mouldings and chiselling.
Very skilfully engraved hunting scenes can be
seen on the lock-board of a wheel-lock carbine
made in Vienna in the early 18th century. The
lock is made of Karelian birch, which has very
fine grain, and decorated with small engraved
silver plates.

Gunsmiths in Italy, where Brescia was the
major centre of gun making, also decorated their
weapons with chiselling. A favourite technique of
the Italian gunsmiths was that of decorating
pistols with lacework plates for greater decorative
effect. Dirks were also used as hunting weapons
in the 17th and 18th centuries. German dirks had
silver, gilt bronze and antler handles.

The collection of weapons and horse accoutre-
ments in the Moscow Kremlin museums offers

one a fine opportunity to acquaint oneself with
the decoration and design of works by craftsmen
from Europe and the Middle and Far East.
